Our worship is rooted in the ancient pattern of the church—gathering, word, 
meal, sending. The shape of this liturgy and much of the actual words/prayers 
come directly from scripture.  Though we make seasonal shifts, the constancy of 
our worship reflects God’s constant love and promises through forgiveness, 
scripture, and the sacraments of baptism and communion.  Following this 
liturgical pattern, as well as the Revised Common Lectionary, a three-year cycle 
of scripture readings, connects us through our worship with Christians around the 
world and throughout time. 
 
All baptized Christians are welcome to receive Holy Communion. We believe 
“Holy Communion is the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ given with 
bread and wine, instituted by Christ himself for us to eat and drink.” (Small 
Catechism, Martin Luther) Children who do not yet receive Holy Communion are 
welcome to come forward for a blessing.

The Sundays after Epiphany began with Jesus’ baptism and end with three 
disciples’ vision of his transfiguration. In Mark’s story of Jesus’ baptism, 
apparently only Jesus sees the Spirit descending and hears the words from heaven. 
But now Jesus’ three closest friends hear the same words naming him God’s 
Beloved. As believers, Paul writes, we are enabled to see the God-light in Jesus’ 
face, because the same God who created light in the first place has shone in our 
hearts to give us that vision.

WORD 
God speaks to us in scripture reading, preaching, and song 

 

FIRST READING 2 Kings 2:1-12 
 
Today’s reading centers on the transfer of power and authority from the prophet 
Elijah to Elisha. Their travels, which retrace the path of Joshua back to Moab 
(the place where Moses died) and the parting of the waters, demonstrate that 
Elisha and Elijah are legitimate successors of the great prophet Moses. 
 
1Now when the LORD was about to take Elijah up to heaven by a whirlwind, 
Elijah and Elisha were on their way from Gilgal. 2Elijah said to Elisha, “Stay 
here; for the LORD has sent me as far as Bethel.” But Elisha said, “As 
the LORD lives, and as you yourself live, I will not leave you.” So they went down 
to Bethel. 3The company of prophets who were in Bethel came out to Elisha, and 
said to him, “Do you know that today the LORD will take your master away from 
you?” And he said, “Yes, I know; keep silent.” 
 4Elijah said to him, “Elisha, stay here; for the LORD has sent me to Jericho.” 
But he said, “As the LORD lives, and as you yourself live, I will not leave you.” 
So they came to Jericho. 5The company of prophets who were at Jericho drew 
near to Elisha, and said to him, “Do you know that today the LORD will take your 
master away from you?” And he answered, “Yes, I know; be silent.” 
 6Then Elijah said to him, “Stay here; for the LORD has sent me to the Jordan.” 
But he said, “As the LORD lives, and as you yourself live, I will not leave you.” 
So the two of them went on. 7Fifty men of the company of prophets also went, 
and stood at some distance from them, as they both were standing by the 
Jordan. 8Then Elijah took his mantle and rolled it up, and struck the water; the 
water was parted to the one side and to the other, until the two of them crossed on 
dry ground. 
 9When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, “Tell me what I may do for you, 
before I am taken from you.” Elisha said, “Please let me inherit a double share of 
your spirit.” 10He responded, “You have asked a hard thing; yet, if you see me as I 
am being taken from you, it will be granted you; if not, it will not.” 11As they 
continued walking and talking, a chariot of fire and horses of fire separated the 
two of them, and Elijah ascended in a whirlwind into heaven. 12Elisha kept 
watching and crying out, “Father, father! The chariots of Israel and its horsemen!” 



But when he could no longer see him, he grasped his own clothes and tore them in 
two pieces.

The spotlight of Christian ministry is not on the people who carry out ministry but 
on the Lord Jesus Christ. Just as God made light shine at creation, God makes the 
light of Jesus Christ shine in our lives through Christian ministry. 
 
3Even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing. 4In their case 
the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, to keep them from 
seeing the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. 5For 
we do not proclaim ourselves; we proclaim Jesus Christ as Lord and ourselves as 
your slaves for Jesus’ sake. 6For it is the God who said, “Let light shine out of 
darkness,” who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the 
glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.

Mark’s gospel presents the transfiguration as a preview of what would become 
apparent to Jesus’ followers after he rose from the dead. Confused disciples are 
given a vision of God’s glory manifest in the beloved Son. 
 
2Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and led them up a 
high mountain apart, by themselves. And he was transfigured before them, 3and 
his clothes became dazzling white, such as no one on earth could bleach 
them. 4And there appeared to them Elijah with Moses, who were talking with 
Jesus. 5Then Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good for us to be here; let us make 
three dwellings, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.” 6He did not 
know what to say, for they were terrified. 7Then a cloud overshadowed them, and 
from the cloud there came a voice, “This is my Son, the Beloved; listen to 
him!” 8Suddenly when they looked around, they saw no one with them any more, 
but only Jesus. 
 9As they were coming down the mountain, he ordered them to tell no one about 
what they had seen, until after the Son of Man had risen from the dead.

GOSPEL MESSAGE 

February 11, 2024 
TRANSFIGURATION OF OUR LORD 
Just Listen 

There are transfiguration moments in everyday life that can absolutely stop us in 
our tracks with the glory of Christ’s presence: The smell of a new baby. 
Flowering trees blooming in the spring. The embrace of a friend when we need 
them most. Voices raised in cries for justice. The bravery of difficult 
conversations. The sacred minutes just before death. It may not be Jesus in 
dazzling clothes or a visit from the ancestors on a mountaintop, but by God’s 
grace, we perceive the love of Christ shining brightly in these ordinary, yet holy, 
moments. 

When they happen to us, what are we to do? It can be difficult, when in the 
presence of the divine, to know quite what to say. Peter, grasping at straws, 
offered to make three dwellings. You can’t blame him—we all make weird 
choices when we are terrified! But a voice came from heaven: “Listen.” It is not 
necessary to do or say anything. This moment is simply a gift. Our job is only to 
listen to Jesus. 

Have you ever spent time just listening? Maybe outdoors, on a hike or in a park—
listening to the sounds of creation. Or during a quiet moment in worship—the 
sound of cars driving by outside, or your neighbor breathing, or your own heart 
beating. Perhaps you have listened compassionately to a loved one who didn’t 
need advice but just needed to be heard. 

As people accustomed to doing, we can find it challenging to just listen. We may 
have learned that it is important for us to have something to say, something to 
offer, something to provide. But the good news of grace is that Christ’s love has 
come to us even before we could do anything. That’s why we baptize even 
helpless infants. That’s why, when we come to communion, we do so with hands 
outstretched and empty, ready to receive: “This is the body of Christ.” All we can 
do is listen . . . and say, “Amen.”
