Here's the story:

I left Ohio near the Pennsylvania border early morning (3:30am)

He asked for my License and Car Insurance, not registration. He
acknowledged that he could not give me a ticket for my tinted

windows. However, BOTH of my license plates lights were out.

He ran my license and came back to the car and stated he was only giving me a warning. | thanked him and told him | would have
never known about the lights if he hadn’t pulled me over. Overall, it was a good experience.

When | got to my brother’s in CT we checked and sure as sh** they were both out. Watched a You Tube video on how to change
them. Decided to go with LED replacements and spent $24 for 2 bulbs at O’Reillys.

You’ll know when most of your lights die in your car, but not the license plate bulbs. We don’t have inspections in Arizona, but |
did have the car into the Chevy Dealer for a safety inspection before | left. If they were out at that time, they didn’t notice it.

So, walk around your car occasionally and check your lights. A word to the wise is sufficient.

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Kevin Powers

Kevin Powers, retired manager for Mass port and car enthusiast passed away on
Thursday morning, June 22, 2023. He was 77 years old. Kevin was born in Brighton. He
was one of 3 children born to Arthur and Dorothy Powers. He grew up in Brighton and
was a graduate of Brighton High School. He joined Local 103 of the IBEW, did his ap-
prenticeship for four years, and then worked as an electrician for various union electri-
cal companies in and around Boston. He worked on many of the large skyscrapers in
the area and was always on call for the Harvard Club. Kevin spent the last 10 years as
the manager of Electrical Services at Mass port at Logan Airport. His position came
with considerable responsibility. He often would spend the durations of snowstorms,
severe weather events, and electrical malfunctions ready to tackle any emergency that
may arise. For Kevin, it was just part of the job.

From a very early age, Kevin was interested in cars. In his late 20’s he purchased a
1958 Corvette, which could barely make the ride back to his home. It took him many
years and endless hours of labor to restore the Vette to its original condition. He won
many awards at car shows for the quality and authenticity of his Corvette. He also had
a 1933 Vicky Hotrod that is bright red and a 2007 C6 Corvette. He would spend much
of his leisure time working on and maintaining his prized cars. It was a labor of love.

Kevin and | Joined EMCC in 1984/1985. He was a member for many years and presi-
dent for 2 terms around 1990. He was a member of NCRS the with membership num-
ber 775. He was also a member of the Goodguys Rod and Custom Association. Kevin
had a large group of car enthusiast friends whom he socialized, went to shows with, and worked alongside in his or their garages.
He and a group of friends were Vendor’s at Corvettes of Carlisle. They never missed a year from Carlisle’s beginning in 1974.

Kevin was also very involved in his family’s lives as well. He met his wife,
Patricia, through a friend of her brother. He treated her like a princess,
and they married in 1976. The couple settled in Newton where they
raised their two sons, Sean and Chris. He coached their Little League
Baseball teams and was in the stands cheering for them at their hockey
games and swim meets. He also enjoyed sharing his knowledge and
skills with them. Kevin believed there was always the correct method
and approach to accomplish a task and shortcuts led to failure. He loved
being a grandfather to Jack, Emily, and Allison. He helped watching them

Chrissie and |, along with six other families, vacation the week of
Fourth of July on Lake Winnipesauke in Gilford, NH. It’s a tradi-
tion every year, now more for the kids, to climb Mt. Major. This is
not a hike.
