Dog A.I.D.’s work would not be possible without the contribution of 
volunteers - as trainers, assessors, trustees and helping with fundraising 
and support. Over 100 volunteer dog trainers supported Dog A.I.D. 
clients in 2019-20. 

 

Fundraising volunteers and supporters raised funds for the charity during 
the year through activities and challenges including the HMPSS team 
taking on the Thames Path Challenge in September 2019, including our 
client Ruth Spurr and her father as well as many of his colleagues - 
raising almost £7,000 including Gift Aid. Peter Smorthit started his Land’s 
End charity ride which, despite being unable to complete fully due to the 
Covid-19 lockdown, raised over £1,600 for Dog A.I.D. 

 

Dog A.I.D. enables people with physical disabilities to improve their 
quality of life by providing volunteer trainers to helping them to train their 
own pet dogs to be a safe and sociable companion, leading to training 
tasks to help the client with everyday life, with the ultimate goal of 
achieving assistance dog status and greater levels of independence. 

 
The Trustees confirm that they have complied with the duty in Section 4 
of the Charities Act 2011 to have due regard to the Charity Commission’s 
guidance on public benefit. 

 

Dog A.I.D. trains volunteers and supports people with physical disabilities 
to develop quality assured Assistance Dog partnerships. Training takes 
up to two years, with both dog and owner receiving specialist education 
from our network of trainers and attain fully qualified Assistance Dog 
status through three distinct stages. 

 
Dog A.I.D. adapted service delivery in March 2020 in accordance with 
government guidance on Covid-19 lockdown and restrictions.

March 2019), thanks to the generous support of our voluntary 
team of professional trainers - and, of course, the generous 
financial support of communities throughout the UK. 

 Provided development workshops for voluntary trainers, which 
resulted in increased opportunities for attendance and 
professional development. 

 Raised £7,274 on events and fundraising.

Section E Financial review 

The charity looks to hold a minimum six months of operating costs as 
reserves to provide stability and as a precaution against an unexpected 
decline in income. The long-term strategic goals of the charity mean that 
we are actively building reserves over and above the six-month level in 
order to invest in building our staff team to enable the planned growth to 
support more people with physical disabilities throughout the UK. 

 
The level of free reserves at the end of the financial year stood at 
£70,376 (2019: £56,742). 

Dog A.I.D.’s principal sources of funds are grants from Charitable Trusts 
and Foundations, community fundraising and support from kind 
individuals and groups. Expenditure on our staff team, training and 
support for volunteer trainers enables people with physical disabilities to 
train their own pet dogs to be safe and sociable companions through an 
accredited structured training and assessment process. 

 
As Dog A.I.D. converted from Registered Charity no. 1098619 to this 
Charitable Incorporated Organisation (1178719) on 11th June 2018, the 
previous financial year was truncated. This limits direct comparisons 
between the current year and prior year.
