Born in Charlotte, and raised on blues and rock n’ roll, Red Dress Amy brings a ton of energy to any 
stage they set foot on. The trio combines blues influences such as Philip Sayce and Cream, with rock 
performers such as The Black Keys and Black Pistol Fire to cultivate their own sound. The three piece 
is composed of Kevin Hamilton and a pair of Daltons. Dalton Johnson on drums and backing vocals 
together with Dalton Rowland on bass guitar provide a robust rhythm section needed to pair up with 
Hamilton’s raspy vocal delivery and guitar tones. This sound is apparent with their newly released 
single “No Stranger” which has continued to showcase their live performances and ability to deliver 
their sound in front of an audience. With this in mind, RDA plans to release its second album this fall. 
“Mirage”, the album name, was recorded live at The Evening Muse in Charlotte earlier in 2023 and 
contains a combination of current released material, while also including new previously unreleased 
tracks to further imprint the live sound that the band prefers.

Now in his 80s and based in France, Mighty Mo Rodgers is a classically 
trained keyboard player who’s known for highly charged lyrics and a deep 
social conscience, but he switches gears with this set, a silky smooth 
statement of love for the sound of blues-drenched soul emanating from 
Memphis. 
This is truly an international effort for Mo, who’s the son of a man who owned 
an important nightclub in East Chicago, Ind. The first seven tunes here were 
recorded in Italy, France and the U.S. with a lineup that includes Sax Gordon 
and guitarist Luca Giordano. The remaining four cuts are long-lost treasures 
captured in Los Angeles for a proposed album in the ‘70s with backing from 
the full lineup of Booker T. & the MGs – Booker T. Jones, Steve Cropper, 
Duck Dunn and Willie Hall. 
The golden era of soul lives again through “Memphis Callin’,” “Sing for Your 
Supper,” “Love, Love, Love,” “The Chitlin Circuit,” “If Reincarnation Is True,” 
“The March,” “San Francisco (You’re a Holiday),” “Indiana (Calls My Name),” 
“Woman of the Rain” and “Heart Be Still.”

A stylish guitarist with a warm, smoky voice, Dom Martin exploded onto the 
European blues scene out of Northern Ireland in 2019. With a trophy case 
already full of awards on the Continent, he promises to do the same in the 
U.S. with this intimately powerful disc, his debut effort on the label founded by 
Eric Corne, the power behind recent works by Joe Louis Walker and Sugaray 
Rayford. 
Delivered in trio format with Dom’s six-string and vocals riding high atop rock-
steady rhythm from bassist Ken Graham and drummer Johnny McIlroy and 
delivered in a style laid down by Rory Gallagher and Van Morrison, this one 
will have you sitting up from the jump and taking notice. 
Every track in this one is chockful of emotion. You’ll enjoy “Hello in There,” 
“Daylight I Will Find,” “Belfast Blues,” “Crazy,” “Unhinged,” “The Fall,” “Buried 
in the Hail,” “Lefty 2 Guns” and “Laid to Rest.”

A former underground folk-rocker who taught himself slide guitar behind a 
chicken coop in New Mexico, Jhett Black possesses a rich, distinctive 
baritone voice chockful of Southern gothic swagger, something than enabled 
him to take second place in the solo/duo division of the IBCs in 2022. And he 
launches Delta blues into places it’s never gone before here. 
Jhett’s a multi-instrumentalist who plays in open tuning while accompanying 
himself on kick drums and foot percussion. Callie Sioux, his wife and former 
partner in the band Gleewood, adds upright bass and harmonica in a highly 
improvisational set that includes contributions from several regional 
musicians. 
Haunting and captivating, give a listen to “Roll Out,” “Mama Told Me Not To,” 
“Babel,” “Gold,” “Eulogy,” “12 Bar Blues Again,” “Devil Ain’t an Only Child,”

The former BMA and Blues Blast Music Awards 
nominee is backed here by a tight four-piece ensemble here.

Vini, a variation of Louisiana Creole spoken by only 5,000 or so folks around 
the town of Parks, and they’re driven home by intense rhythms and accordion 
high in the mix. 
It's a labor of love that features guest appearances from Kermit Ruffins, 
Anders Osborne, Grant Dermody and Germaine Jack with backing from Lee 
Allen Zeno on bass, Cecil Green on keys and laying down a skintight, 
hypnotic beat. 
Get your groove on with “Alon Kouri Laba,” “Gònn Lamézon Démin,” “Kofé 
T’fé Ça,” “Médikamen,” “M’apé Gònn a Dauphine,” “Mo Konten To Yé Pou

New Yorker Popa Chubby bills himself as “The Beast of the East” -- and for 
good reason. Every time he takes the stage, the blues-rocker delivers a show 
with the intensity of a category-five hurricane. And that’s exactly what he 
delivers in this 135-minute set, which soars from the open and will leave you 
drained at the end. 
A road dog with 35 years of wear and tear, Chubby – born Ted Horowitz – is a 
high-energy, blue-to-the-bone force of nature. He’s backed here by Mike 
Dimeo (Johnny Winter) on keys with bassist Michael Merritt (Conan O’Brien) 
and drummer Stefano Guidici holding down the bottom. 
Eleven originals and eight diverse covers, choice cuts abound. Give a listen to 
“Motorcycle Mama,” “Another Ten Years Gone,” “Dirty Lie,” “69 Dollars,” “Dirty 
Diesel,” “Grown Man Crying Blues,” “It’s a Mighty Hard Road,” “I Can’t See the 
Light of Day,” “Embee’s Song,” “Steel Horse Serenade,” “Sweat” and 
“Sympathy for the Devil/Chubby’s Story.”

They’re augmented by harp player Andy J. Forest, guitarist 
Roberto Luti, bassist Robert Snow and clarinetist Rosalynn Deroos, all of 
whom have a rich history in New Orleans, too.

And like Rush, her sexually charged lyrics are a winner on all counts 
despite her easy-to-overlook, limited vocal range.

Led by songwriter/piano player Jack Licitra, a frequent opening act for 
keyboard legends Pinetop Perkins and Henry Butler, New York-based Jack’s 
Waterfall are a traditional ensemble with a distinctive New Orleans feel, and 
they deliver a big tip of the hat to Dr. John on their latest CD, which gets a 
helping hand from vocalist Maria Muldaur, who sits in on two of the 11 cuts. 
Licitra’s a double threat on the 88s and mic, too, because of his pleasant 
tenor. His steady-flowing backing unit are never overpowering but deep-in-
the-pocket as they deliver a good-time feel throughout. Amy Correia shares 
the mic on two additional cuts, and sax player Michael Blake is featured, too. 
Top tracks include “Call Dr. John,” “Piano Players Heaven,” “Big Chief on 
Holiday,” “Juliet,” “Lift Your Spirit Up,” “Feel Good Music,” “Dog Don’t Bark,”

Count Basie has been gone for almost four decades but his orchestra still 
swings from the hip. And they’re pretty bluesy, too, as exemplified by this 
classy disc, which was produced by Scotty Barnhardt and delivers the 
infectious rhythms the master was known for in this set along with many of the 
top azure stars in the world today. 
The roster can’t get much deeper than this one with contributions from 
Shemekia Copeland, Mr. Sipp, Robert Cray, Buddy Guy, Charlie Musselwhite, 
Keb’ Mo’, Bettye LaVette, Bobby Rush, George Benson and others who add 
their talents to the mix. 
If you love big-band sounds and blues, too, you’ll love “Let’s Have a Good 
Time,” “Boogie in the Dark,” “I’m a Woman,” “Down Home Blues,” “Stormy 
Monday,” “The Midnight Hour,” “Just for a Thrill,” “Rock Candy” and more. 
 

 

Former board member Marty Gunther has moved from Charlotte, but he remains dedicated to the 
CBS family. A musical nomad who grew up in Rhode Island and attended App State, his baptism to 
the blues came while listening to Muddy Waters at the 1960 Newport Folk Festival. A longtime 
member of the Chicago Blues community, he was taught harmonica by Sugar Blue before founding 
the Nucklebusters, a fixture in South Florida since the late '80s. An in-demand journalist with broad 
knowledge across the music spectrum, his "Red Hot 'n Blues" column also appears monthly in 
Chicago Blues Guide and he serves as senior writer at Blues Blast magazine and a contributor to the 
newsletter of Crossroads Blues Society (Ill.), too.
