“I do will it. Be made clean”
MKk 1:40-45

In the Gospel for the 6th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Year B, Mark 1:40-45, we witness a profound moment
where Jesus, moved by compassion, heals a man
afflicted with leprosy. This encounter isn't just a
miraculous healing; it's a testament to Jesus' radical
approach to love and inclusion. By reaching out to
touch the leper, Jesus breaks societal norms and
religious laws that dictate purity.

This act is revolutionary, signifying that no person is
beyond the reach of God's love. Jesus' willingness to
become '"unclean" to restore another's health and
dignity challenges us to reconsider our own attitudes
towards the marginalized and the outcast in our
society. It invites us to ask ourselves: Are we willing to
extend our hands and hearts, even if it means crossing
the boundaries of our comfort zones?

In the narrative of the leper's healing, we observe the
power of faith in action. The leper's humble request,
"If you wish, you can make me clean," is a poignant
expression of unwavering belief in Jesus' capacity to
heal not just the body, but the very essence of a
person's life.

This plea embodies a deep-seated trust, acknowledging
Jesus' authority over illness and societal exclusion.
Jesus' affirmative response, "I do will it. Be made
clean," serves as a powerful declaration of his
willingness to restore and purify. This act of healing
transcends the physical realm, reinstating the leper's
place within the social and religious fabric of the
community, thus highlighting the holistic nature of
divine healing.

This encounter between Jesus and the leper
underscores the dynamic nature of faith as an active,
living force that challenges us to place our trust in
God's will, even amidst life's uncertainties and trials. It
serves as a poignant reminder that our faith, when
genuinely embraced, becomes a wellspring of strength
and transformation, capable of guiding us toward a
path of healing, restoration, and ultimately, wholeness.
As we navigate the complexities of our own lives, this
story invites us to lean into our faith, trusting in God's
timing and providence, and to embrace the potential
for healing and renewal in our own journey.

As the church observes the World Day of the Sick
today, let us also reach out to those who are sick, alone
and are suffering with the compassionate love of
Christ, touching them with our healing presence and
love.

Healing the Sick by Healing Relationships

From the beginning, God, who is love, created us for communion and endowed us with an innate capacity to enter into
relationship with others. Our lives, reflecting in the image of the Trinity, are meant to attain fulfilment through a network of
relationships, friendships and love, both given and received. We were created to be together, not alone. Precisely because
this project of communion is so deeply rooted in the human heart, we see the experience of abandonment and solitude as
something frightening, painful and even inhuman. This is all the more the case at times of vulnerability, uncertainty and
insecurity, caused often by the onset of a serious illness.

Brothers and sisters, the first form of care needed in any illness is compassionate and loving closeness. To care for the sick
thus means above all to care for their relationships, all of them: with God, with others — family members, friends, healthcare
workers , with creation and with themselves.

Let us remember this central truth in life: we came into the world because someone welcomed us; we were made for love;
and we are called to communion and fraternity. This aspect of our lives is what sustains us, above all at times of illness and
vulnerability. It is also the first therapy that we must all adopt in order to heal the diseases of the society in which we live.
At this time of epochal change, we Christians in particular are called to adopt the compassion-filled gaze of Jesus. Let us
care for those who suffer and are alone, perhaps marginalized and cast aside. With the love for one another that Christ the
Lord bestows on us in prayer, especially in the Eucharist, let us tend the wounds of solitude and isolation. In this way, we
will cooperate in combating the culture of individualism, indifference and waste, and enable the growth of a culture of
tenderness and compassion.
