“Come after me, and I will make you 
 fishers of men” 

Today we begin a continuous reading of Mark’s 
Gospel that will carry us through this segment of the 
liturgical season of Ordinary Time. Remember that 
in Cycle B of the Lectionary, most of the Gospel 
readings are taken from the Gospel according to 
Mark. 
 

The Gospel of Mark does not begin with a narrative 
about Jesus’ birth. Instead, Mark begins by reporting 
on the preaching of John the Baptist. John is          
described as the voice in the wilderness sent to      
prepare the way of the Lord. Immediately after     
describing the work of John the Baptist, Mark       
reports on Jesus’ baptism and his temptation in the 
desert. Jesus’ public ministry begins after the arrest 
of John the Baptist. Mark wants his readers to      
understand the important connection between the 
end of the ministry of John the Baptist and the      
beginning of Jesus’ own ministry. 
 

As we learn at the beginning of today’s Gospel    
reading, Jesus preaches the Kingdom of God in    
continuity with the preaching of John the Baptist. 
Like John the Baptist, Jesus’ pronouncement of the 
kingdom is a call to repentance. Yet Jesus’      
preaching is greater than John’s. Jesus begins the 
time of fulfillment; the Kingdom of God is already 
here. This will be demonstrated again and again, 
both in Jesus’ words and in the actions that follow. 
Jesus’ healings and forgiveness of sins are signs of 
the Kingdom of God that he announces in his     
teaching. 
 

Last week’s gospel gave us John’s depiction of    
Simon and Andrew’s calling. This week we hear 
how Jesus calls Simon and Andrew from their work 
catching fish. He opens new possibilities for the    
disciples, saying, “Come after me, and I will make 
you fishers of people”. He then calls two other 
brothers, James and John. They respond with       
extraordinary trust and follows him to begin a new 
mission, to partner with God in the redemption and 
salvation of humankind. We are challenged today as 
the followers of Jesus to join this mission of Jesus 
for saving humanity. This mission starts with us as 
we continuously repent and believe in the gospel.

Devoting a 
specific Sunday of the liturgical year to the word of 
God can enable the Church to experience anew how 
the risen Lord opens up for us the treasury of his word 
and enables us to proclaim its unfathomable riches  
before the world."
