Federal funding of $152,772 was provided through the Canada Community Revitalization Fund (CCRF)
which is administered by Prairies Economic Development Canada. The Town of Ponteix contributed
$50,938.

The outdoor obstacle course provides a new recreational opportunity for members of our community to
stay active and healthy year round. It features climbing walls, nets, balance beams, a rope pyramid, grid
steps and a number of other elements.
