Woods," a beautiful lush wooded home for a variety of animals and indigenous plants. Thanks to the
efforts of community leaders, the Sound Beach Civic Association and County Legislator Martin Haley,
who introduced the bill, it has been placed on a list of parcels to be acquired and preserved in their
natural state as a part of the county's Open Space Preservation Program. Sufiolik County's Chief
Executive Robert Gaffney signed legislation authorizing the preservation of the land and, if
negotiations with the current owner are successful, it will remain undeveloped. In addition to
preserving the beauty and environmental balance, this will also protect an swale, a depression which
provides natural drainage for the area.
