Pianist Keiko Sekino enjoys an active career as a solo recitalist and chamber musician in the
United States and abroad, having performed at such venues as Carnegie Weill Recital Hall,
Steinway Hall, Bennef-Gordon Hall at Ravinia Park, and Palacio de FesNvales de Cantabria in
Santander, Spain. She has participated in festivals including Ravinia, Norfolk, and Yellow Barn
in the United States and Kuhmo, Encuentro de Musica y Academia de Santander, La Gesse,
and PonNno in Europe.

Keiko Sekino completed a Doctor of Musical Arts degree at the Peabody Conservatory of the
Johns Hopkins University and holds additional degrees from Yale University in economics and
music. Among her teachers are Peter Frankl and Robert McDonald. She has also worked
closely with Elisso Virsaladze and Claude Frank. She serves as Associate Professor of Piano and
Chair of Keyboard Studies at the East Carolina University School of Music.

In 2021, Keiko Sekino was inducted to the Steinway & Sons Teacher Hall of Fame which
recognizes North America’s “most committed and passionate piano educators.”
