PROPOSED REVISIONS 2024
CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I-NAME
This organization shall be known as St. John Paul II Council of Catholic Women 
Article II-PURPOSE
Section 1
To promote a sense of community between all parish women through spiritual, service, and educational activities.

Section 2
To promote the activities and events of the parish and cooperate with the

 undertakings of the pastor.

Section 3
To participate with other parish and local Catholic organizations for the needs of the parish and community.

Section 4
To cooperate with the Joliet Diocesan C.C.W. in undertakings recommended by the Bishop and National Council of Catholic Women.

ARTICLE III-MEMBERSHIP
Section 1
All women, age 18 years old and over, who are registered members of St. John Paul II Parish are members of the Council of Catholic Women.  
  Section 2
Annual dues for membership are $5.00 per year due in September.
  Section 3
Active members are those who pay the annual dues and participate in Council sponsored events.
  Section 4
Members are invited and encouraged to work on commissions or committees of their choice and participate in CCW events.
  Section 5
Each month one (1) mass will be celebrated for the deceased members of CCW.
  Section 6
Voting on CCW Business shall be limited to active members only.
             
      ARTICLE IV-OFFICERS
  Section 1
The pastor, or his designee, is the Spiritual Moderator of the organization.
  Section 2
Officers include President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.
  Section 3
Officers are elected to a (2) two-year term
  Section 4
An elected officer may hold the same office for (2) two, (2) two-year terms.
  Section 5    
Any resignations from office must be made in writing and submitted to the Executive Committee.
  Section 6
The Executive Committee shall consist of the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. 
  Section 7
The Executive Committee shall have the authority to make binding decisions on behalf of the CCW when time is of the essence and it is not possible to call a general or board meeting to call for a vote.  The board shall be notified of the decision as soon as reasonably possible. All decisions shall be reported at the next general or board meeting, whichever comes first.
ARTICLE V-DUTIES OF OFFICERS
Section 1          The president plans and presides at all meetings.  She appoints Commission chairpersons and special events chairpersons with the approval of the CCW board.  She or her designee shall represent St. John Paul II CCW at Joliet diocesan and national CCW events when possible.

Section 2
The vice president presides at any meeting in the absence of the president and may assume any other duties assigned to her by the president.  She acts as the Parliamentarian and advises the organization on Rules of order.

Section 3
The secretary keeps an accurate and concise record of all proceedings of the meetings. She keeps copies of the By-Laws.  The secretary handles any correspondence at the direction of the president, communicates the image of CCW to the community by means of parish bulletin, newspapers, radio, and television and social media as appropriate.

Section 4
The treasurer is the custodian of all finances and monies of CCW.  She keeps an accounting of all funds received and paid.  She pays all bills and renders a statement of record of all financial transactions at each meeting.  She arranges and pays for the masses of CCW.  She arranges for audit at least every 2 years or at the change of officers to be conducted by a committee appointed by the president.
ARTICLE VI-CCW BOARD
Section 1
The CCW board is made up of President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer, Family Commission Chair, Membership Commission Chair, Spiritual Commission Chair, Finance Commission Chair, and a past CCW president. 3 or more members of the organization.
Section 2
Vacancies in office shall be filled by appointment by the president with the approval of the Pastor.

Section 3
The CCW Board meets quarterly to advise the president about upcoming and ongoing issues that need to be placed on the agenda for the regular membership meetings.

Section 4
Special meetings may be called by the president as needed.
Section 5
The CCW Board is shall be responsible for the yearly program schedule.

Section 6
CCW Executive Committee and CCW Board Committee meetings, when necessary, may be held by means of equipment enabling all participants to communicate directly with one another. Any person entitled to attend a board meeting who participates by such means is deemed to be present at the meeting. The Board may establish procedures regarding the holding of meetings by such means. Any board member participating in a meeting by means of equipment enabling all participants to communicate directly with one another may vote by any means enabling votes to be cast in a way that allows them to be verified afterwards, whether the vote is by a functional equivalent of a show of hands or by ballot, and protects the secrecy of the vote when a ballot has been requested.
ARTICLE VII-MEETINGS/EVENTS
Section 1.  
Roberts Rules of Order shall be the authority of parliamentary procedure for all meetings.

Section 2
St. John Paul II Council of Catholic Women meets monthly either with a regular meeting or a CCW sponsored event.

Section 3          There will be a mass in honor of St. Anne on the Sunday closest to the feast of St. Anne. The mass will be offered for all the members of the Council of Catholic Women living and deceased.
Section 4
A quorum of 10 is needed for general meetings, which consists of at least 2 officers, 2 commission chairs, and 6 active members.


A quorum of 6 is needed for CCW board meetings.

A quorum of 4 is needed for Executive Board meetings.
ARTICLE VIII-COMMISSIONS
Section 1
The Family Commission Chair is affiliated with the Leadership Commission of JDCCW. She shall keep members informed of pending legislation on local, state, and national levels with requests for action as needed. When requested she shall keep members informed about activities of the church outreach efforts and community events that pertain to charitable efforts. 

The Family Commission Chair is also affiliated with the Service Commission of JDCCW. She shall keep members informed of activities of the church and community events that pertain to preserving Christian principles for the welfare of families when requested. She shall oversee the chairs of all such events within the CCW giving them any needed assistance and guidance. She shall report all activities to the CCW Board at the scheduled meetings.
International/State/Local Affairs Commission which is affiliated with the Leadership Commission of JDCCW

Keeps members informed of pending legislation on local, state, and national levels with requests for action as needed.

Keeps members informed about activities of the Church Outreach efforts and community events that pertain to charitable efforts and assist with coordination of activities.

Section 2
Family Affairs Commission which is affiliated with Service Commission of JDCCW Keeps members informed of activities of the church’s Family Life Commission and community events that pertain to preserving Christian principles for the welfare of families and assist with coordination of activities that benefit family life.
Section 2
The Membership Commission Chair shall oversee the chairs of all social events for the CCW giving them any needed assistance and guidance. She shall report all activities to the CCW Board at the scheduled meetings.






Section 3
Church Communities Commission which is affiliated with Spirituality Commission of JDCCW

Keeping members informed of activities of the Liturgical Coordinator with art and environment of the church.  Assists with coordination of activities decorating church for special occasions, taking care of altar linens.  Assisting to develop spiritual programs, study groups as requested.
The Spiritual Commission Chair which is affiliated with the Spirituality Commission of JDCCW shall oversee the chairs of all CCW spiritual programs. When requested she shall assist in coordinating members to help with the art and environment of the church, assist with coordination of activities decorating the church for special occasions, and taking care of altar linens
She shall report all activities to the CCW Board at scheduled meetings
Section 4
The Finance Commission Chair shall assist the Treasurer as needed. She shall serve on the budget committee. She shall oversee the chairs of all fundraising events for the CCW giving them any needed assistance and guidance. She shall report all activities to the CCW Board at the scheduled meetings.
ARTICLE IX-NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS
Section 1
Election of officers will be held every 2 years. Officers will be elected for a 2 year term.

Section 2
The past presidents of CCW shall be the nominating committee. 

Section 3
The immediate past president calls a meeting of the nominating committee and a chairperson is elected by the committee.  The past president then acts as an ex-officio member.

Section 4
The nominating committee will present a slate of officer candidates to the pastor for his approval after receiving consent from the candidates to be placed in nomination.

Section 5
The officer candidates will be presented at the spring meeting of CCW by the chairman of the nominating committee.  Officers shall be elected by vote of the active members attending the meeting.

Section 5 6
Newly elected officers will be installed at the May meeting and will assume their duties in June. on July 1.
ARTICLE X-WOMAN OF THE YEAR
Section 1
A Woman of the Year shall be selected each year to represent St. John Paul II CCW at the annual Joliet Diocesan Woman of the Year mass and celebration.  The Woman of the Year is selected by the appointed committee.  The committee will be comprised of past Woman of the Year recipients.

Section 2
Nominations shall take place in February/March from members by submitting a written nomination that includes reasons that the person should be considered for selection such as her involvement in church and community activities.

Section 3
The woman shall be chosen from the entire membership of St. John Paul II parish and a member of the appointed committee will take the Woman of the Year nomination to the pastor for his approval approved by the pastor.
Section 4
Expenses for the Woman of the Year to attend the Mass at the Cathedral and lunch following will be paid by CCW.

ARTICLE XI-FINANCES
Section 1
The fiscal year for St. John Paul II CCW runs from July 1 through June 30.

Section 2
Money collected from dues, donations, and fundraisers shall be deposited in a local bank in an interest- bearing account designated for that purpose.

Section 3
Access to the account shall be limited to the treasurer, president of CCW and the pastor, with authority to write checks and make deposits.   The president and treasurer shall be named on the organization’s bank account.




ARTICLE XII-ORGANIZATION
Section 1
St. John Paul II CCW shall be affiliated with the Kankakee Deanery, Joliet Diocesan Council and National Council of Catholic Women with liaison to Parish Life Commission of St. John Paul II Parish.
Section 2
St. John Paul II CCW is entitled to NCCW specified publications and voting delegates to the NCCW annual meeting as determined by the NCCW by-laws when annual NCCW affiliation dues are paid.

Section 3
The president or her alternate will represent St. John Paul II CCW in official capacity at Deanery meetings, the Diocesan Convention and other pertinent meetings of the Diocesan Council.  Expenses are to be pre-approved by the CCW Board

ARTICLE XIII-AMENDMENTS
The by-laws may be amended at any meeting by 2/3 vote of the members present provided the proposed amendment has been approved by the CCW Board and a thirty-day notice is given to members before voting to amend these by-laws.

Roberts Rules of Order Revised shall be the authority for Parliamentary Procedures at all meetings when the procedure is not specified by the Constitution and By-laws.

ARTICLE XIV-DISSOLUTION CLAUSE
Upon dissolution of this organization, all its assets, after payment of all expenses of such dissolution shall be distributed to the parish  St. John Paul II Parish which has qualified for exemption under Section 501C of the Internal Revenue Code and none of the assets will be distributed to any member or officer of this organization, as required by law.
This organization shall not in any way interfere with government or violate the autonomy of any society or organization affiliated with it.
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
