MARRIAGE 

 

 Last week we began a study of marriage. We mentioned that a 

new law had been passed in America called the “Respect for Marriage 

Act.” The law was lauded as a protection of marriage, but in reality, it 

was designed to give protection to those who are perverting what Jesus 

taught about marriage (see Mark 10:6-9). 

 

 Key Principles and Scriptures 

 God’s Law for Marriage (Genesis 2:15-25), 

 Marriage is Permanent (Romans 7:1-3), 

 Fornication is the Only Reason for Divorce (Matthew 19:9),  

 God Hates Divorce (Malachi 2:16), 

 The High Cost of Divorce (1 Timothy 5:8), 

 Protecting Your Marriage (Hebrew 13:4). 

 

 God’s Law for Marriage.  Please see last week’s bulletin for a 

fuller discussion on this point. Death was to be the only occurrence 

that would sever this permanent bond (Rom. 7:1-3). 

 

 Marriage is Permanent.  We live in a society where it seems that 

everything is disposable.  Sadly, this attitude has been adopted by 

many concerning marriage as well.  Beginning with the first marriage 

in Genesis 2 and continuing throughout every age, God has demanded 

that marriage is a covenant between a man and a woman and God 

which is to last a lifetime (Rom. 7:1-3).  Jesus affirmed this repeatedly 

(Matt. 5:31-32; 19:3-12; Mark 10:2-12; Luke 16:18).  The apostles, 

following the teachings of their Master Jesus, reiterated what He 

taught (Rom. 7:1-3; 1 Cor. 7).  The Bible is crystal clear that God’s 

ideal will for humans is that one man should marry one woman and 

that they should remain married until death severs that sacred bond. 

 

  Fornication is the Only Reason for Divorce.  The Greek word 

that Jesus used, which is translated fornication, means, “…sexual 

intercourse...it stands for, or includes adultery.…”2  Divorce, then, is 

acceptable to God only when one spouse has committed fornication 

against his/her spouse (Matt. 5:32; 19:9).
