JONAH – GOD’S RELUCTANT PROPHET 
 
INTRODUCTION: 
1.  Most of the time, when we think of a prophet of God, we think of 
 a man willing to instantly do whatever God commands. 
2.  We should realize this is not always the case. 
3. Instead of obeying God, Jonah tries to run away from his 
 responsibility. 
DISCUSSION: 
1.  JONAH – RUNNING AWAY FROM GOD. 
 1. God told Jonah to go to Nineveh (vs. 1-2). 
 2. Nineveh is approximately 500 miles northeast of Israel. 
 3. Instead of obeying God, Jonah heads to Tarshish, about 2500 
  miles in the opposite direction. 
2. JONAH – RUNNING TO GOD. 

 1. Sometimes we have to find ourselves at the bottom of the 

  ocean before we repent! 
 2. Jonah recognized the futility of running from God. 
3. JONAH – RUNNING WITH GOD. 
 1. Our power comes from God (Philippians 4:13). 
 2. Only when we acknowledge God and His power can we truly 
  become powerful. 
 3. Nineveh was a great city full of thousands of people. 
4. JONAH – RUNNING AHEAD OF GOD. 
 1. Sadly, many times we find ourselves in this position. 
 2. How many times do we seek to “change” God’s word so that 
  it will suit us? 
 3. Again, we see the pride of Jonah.
