	  Languages & Literacy:

· Listening & Talking

Stories, shoulder partners, listening games, learning to take turns to speak, put hand up, story mapping and verbal retelling
· Writing - Foundations of writing drawing programme incorporating use of pictures to tell stories.  Personal accounts of events. Story mapping/sequencing.
· Reading

Story corner open to select texts for enjoyment/information, daily stories, reading environmental print – signs and labels

Wordless books – oral language development and retelling stories.  Introduction to Oxford Reading Tree characters, names and key words for Stage 1.
Decodable books – beginning to decode words using sounds learned

· Handwriting 

Pencil control activities, directionality, writing name, fine motor activities to develop pencil grip, begin formation of letters and numbers
· Phonics

Introducing 2 sounds a week from s,a,t,i,p,n,m,d,g,o,c,k,
Learning letter sounds using songs/actions – recognition, listening for beginning sounds ( blending/segmenting cvc words

· Spelling

Use of wraparound phonics and tricky ‘high frequency words’

· Rhyme

Songs, games, stories

Mathematics & Numeracy:

· Count, order, read, write and explore numbers within 20.  Recognising patterns of number using dice, tens frames and numicon. 

· Measure – time – learning days of the week, months of the year, daily routines, timeline, telling the time (o’clock)
· Symmetry

· 2D shape/pattern

Health & Wellbeing:
· Making choices around play, taking part in learning activities
· Eating socially with others for snack and lunch

· Feelings/Emotions – how they affect me and others around me, what it means to be unique, values, respect, friendships
· Class charter – linked to UN rights of the child

· Personal hygiene – independently hand washing effectively
