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Augusta Savage was a sculptor from Green Cove Springs, FL.
She studied art in New York and then Paris for 2 years. Her §’
figurative sculptures embodied Négritude. One of her
notable sculptures, "The Harp," was commissioned for the
1939 New York World's Fair. It was inspired by James
Weldon Johnson's poem "Lift Every Voice and Sing', the

Negro National Anthem.
