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March is a great month to be a Texan!

2 March 1836: The Texas Declaration of Independence was
signed by members of the Convention of 1836. An ad interim
government was formed for the newly created Republic of
Texas.

6 March 1836: Texans under Col. William
B. Travis were overwhelmed by the
Mexican army after a two-week siege at the
Battle of the Alamo in San Antonio. The
Runaway Scrape began.

10 March 1836: Sam Houston abandoned
Gonzales in a general retreat eastward to
avoid the invading Mexican army.

27 March 1836: James Fannin and nearly 400 Texans were
executed by the Mexicans at the Goliad Massacre, under
order of Santa Anna.

March 1836 events resulted in the next month’s - April’s - big event.

21 April 1836: Texans under Sam Houston routed the Mexican
forces of Santa Anna at the Battle of San Jacinto. Thus,
independence was won in one of the most decisive battles in history.

5 March 1842: A Mexican force of over 500 men under
Rafael Vasquez invaded Texas for the first time since the
revolution. They briefly occupied San Antonio, but soon
headed back to the Rio Grande.

25 March 1843: 17 Texans were executed in what became
known as the Black Bean Episode, which resulted from the
Mier Expedition, a raid by Texans into Mexico.

30 March 1870: The U. S. Congress readmitted Texas into
the Union.

2 March 1910: Lt. Benjamin D. Foulois made the first military
air flight in a Wright brothers plane at Fort Sam Houston in
San Antonio. The seven-and-a-half-minute flight marks the
shaky beginnings of U. S. Air Force.

March 1918: Texas women won the right to vote in primary
elections.

18 March 1937: A massive explosion, blamed on a natural-
gas leak beneath the London Consolidated School building in
Rusk County, killed an estimated 296 students and teachers.
Subsequent deaths of people injured in the explosion bring
the death count to 311. As a result, the Legislature required
that a malodorant be added to the odorless gas so that leaks
could be more easily detected.

1 March 1962: NASA opens the Manned Spacecraft Center
in Houston. The center moved to a new campus-like building
complex in 1964. It was renamed Lyndon B. Johnson Space
Center on Aug. 17, 1973. From Timeline of Texas History

The Briar Village Real Estate Market sold two
homes this last month and both of them were
fixer uppers. Therefore, the $83/sf is much
lower than the usual average price per square
foot, which is often between $110 and $120.

The Greater Houston Real Estate Market saw

the home inventory level increase to 3.7 months in January.
This is due to an increase of active homes on the market, and
a slower demand for housing. January is traditionally an up
and down month. Therefore, we will see how the home sales
play out over the next couple of months to give us a better
indication of where the real estate market may be trending in
2019.

Bayou Trails

Houstonians will be able to bike
and walk 150 miles of new trails in
2020. Eight bayous will be
connected through the $220
million Bayou Greenways 2020
project.

The construction is a partnership
between the nonprofit Houston Parks Board and the Houston
Parks and Recreation Department, in collaboration with more
public and private entities, that is stitching together 150
contiguous miles of hike-and-bike trails—greenways—and
linear parks along our eight bayous by the end of next year.

...the project is based on a 100-year-old master plan
developed by urban planner and landscape architect Arthur
Comey, who in 1913 called for area bayous to serve as the
backbone of Houston's park system. This sort of
happened...many of our parks already do sit on bayous. But
the construction of a comprehensive network “was
interrupted by recession and two world wars and growth in
Houston, including our preferred mode of transportation -
cars.”

When the Bayou Greenways 2020 project started
construction in 2014, 77 miles of scattered trails already
existed along the bayous. Today the city’s parks board has
finished another 24 miles, and has 69 more to go. Despite
minor delays due to Harvey, the project is still on track to
finish by the end of 2020.

So what’s next? Bayou Greenways 2020 is part of the even
bigger Bayou Greenways Initiative, which will continue to
expand access to Harris County’s greenways and provide
seating, trash and recycling receptacles, paved trails,
quarter-mile markers, and signage along our waterways,
while supporting indigenous trees, wildflowers, and wildlife.

Briar Village and Brays Bayou
We are in the Brays Bayou Watershed. You'll be able to take
a 35-mile ride from the Katy Hike & Bike Trail out west, to the
Ship Channel. The work is 77 percent complete.

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Hold on a minute though...
Before anyone gets too enthusiastic: according to Harris
County Flood Control District (HCFCD), any development or
improvements on the banks of our bayou — D-129-00-00
(Tributary 26.20) - that divides Briar Village into east and
west sections — (most of you insist on calling it a “ditch” ©)
would have to be paid for and maintained by Briar Village.

Not only that, but the county would no longer mow the flat
part, they would only mow the sloped banks up so far — all
this is detailed on the HCFCD website.

Additionally, were we to enhance the area between Piping
Rock and Westheimer, that would give welcoming access to
anyone passing by on Westheimer. The adjoining
homeowners on Briarlee and Joel Wheaton probably would
not appreciate the new foot traffic right outside their back
fences, nor the potential for increased burglaries through
their back doors. HCFCD requires public access.

Early History of Houston’s Rodeo — EEE Haw!

In the early 1900s, Houston-area
ranchers developed a new breed of cattle,
the American Brahman, a blend of four
breeds of cattle from India. The cattle
were well-adapted to the hot, swampy
conditions of the Texas Gulf Coast. In the
early 1920s, James W. Sartwelle, a
stockyard manager from Sealy, Texas,
founded the American Brahman Breeders
Association. Ranchers had no
opportunities to show their cattle and raise awareness of the
breed. Some attempted to show at the Southwestern
Exposition and Livestock Show in Fort Worth, but they weren't
allowed into the main arena. [?? Cow prejudice ??!l]

In January 1931, Sartwelle invited 6 businessmen to a lunch
at the Texas State Hotel, [still standing in downtown Houston].
They decided to host a livestock exposition. Sartwelle was
named the first president of the new Houston Fat Stock Show
and Livestock Exposition. Their inaugural event was held in
April 1932 at Sam Houston Hall in downtown Houston. It was
primarily a regional event, designed to showcase the
agriculture and livestock, including Brahmans, in the Houston
area. The show lasted one week and ran a deficit of $2,800.
Approximately 2,000 people attended the exposition, where
they were entertained by the Future Farmers Band, of 68 high
school students from around the state. The Grand Champion
Steer was purchased by a local restaurant owner for $504.
(The 2018 Champion Steer sale price was $410,000.)

The Fat Stock show was held annually for the next 4 years.
Realizing they had outgrown the space, organizers began
looking for a larger venue. Shortly after the 1936 show
ended, Sam Houston Hall was torn down. Sam Houston
Coliseum, a 10,000-seat arena, would take its place. To allow
for construction time, the 1937 exposition was cancelled. The
year off allowed show organizers to solidify plans for a larger
event. When the show resumed in 1938, it included a parade
through downtown Houston, a carnival and midway, and a
rodeo with a total purse of $640.50.

In the 1940s musical entertainment was added. Local talent
was invited to perform after the rodeo on some evenings. In
1942, singing cowboy Gene Autry became the first nationally
recognized entertainer to perform at the show.

Attendance flagged in the early 1950s. To attract more
attention to the event, organizers decided to hold a cattle
drive. In 1952, the media were invited to join cowboys on a
75 mile trek from Brenham, Texas to the Fat Stock show.
The publicity stunt was well received. The following year, the
Salt Grass Trail Association again held the cattle drive.

Other areas of the state organized their own trail rides to the show.
This began the transition from a smaller regional event to larger, statewide notice.

Hoauston Livestock Show and Rodeo
February 25 - March 17, 2019
NRG Park

Archer Romero, one of the key proponents of the trail ride, took over as president of the Fat Stock Show in 1954. That year,
he founded the Go Texan Committee to further publicize the show. The committee would designate a day shortly before the
show commenced as Go Texan Day. They encouraged Houston residents to dress in Western wear. The day had the dual
purpose of celebrating Texas culture and advertising the show.

In 1957, the show granted its first major scholarship. Ben Dickerson was given $2,000 ($16,000 in 2016) towards his
education. This was the first step of a major shift in the show's purpose. Over the next few decades, the show placed
increasing emphasis on education and scholarships.

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Defecation by dogs or cats
The Pooper Scooper Law

There is an ordinance
relating to picking up fecal
matter  deposited by
owned dogs on property
which does not belong to
the owner of the dog or
where the owner has
consent to let his/her dog
defecate. The text of the
ordinances is as follows:

“Section 6-24. Defecation by dogs or cats.

(a) It is the duty of each person in control of a dog or cat to
promptly remove and dispose of, in a sanitary manner, feces
left by such dog or cat.

(b) It shall be the duty of each person in control of a dog or
cat to be in possession of materials to remove feces left by a
such dog or cat.

(c) It is an affirmative defense to prosecution under this
section that the person in control of the dog or cat is the
owner of the premises, or the owner’s agent of the premises,
where the dog or cat deposits feces.”

(d) Violation of this section is unlawful and any violation shall
be punishable upon conviction by a fine of not less than
$75.00 or more than $500.00. Each act in contravention of
this section is a separate offense.”
