Sales continue to
decline—450 fewer kits this
year. Due to the complexi-
ties related to the first batch
of candles, negotiations
were held with our partner,
Bob Riddle, who agreed to
an increase of one dollar
per kit. Thus, the amount of
the proceeds were $7,750.
Adding $3,653 in proceeds
from the Luke program
resulted in total revenue of
$11,050. This will cover
25% of our expenditures for
the operation of the organi-
zation for 2019..

I, again, want to thank
everyone who participated
in any form or fashion with
a special thanks to Judy
Zimmer and all the mem-
bers of the management
team!
