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PREFACE.

The hoard of silver punch-marked coins which forms the subject matter
of this Memoir was brought to light at Patraha in the Purnea district in 1913.
Enveloped in a mass of conglomerate it was lying in the bed of a small river
which had been scoured by water, and the majority of the pieces had to be extri-
cated with some difficulty. The coins were cleaned under the supervision of the
late Mr. R. D. Banerji, who, as Treasure Trove Officer of the Province of Bihar
and Orissa, had received them for examination from the Collector of Purnea,
through Dr. D. B. Spooner of the Archwmological Survey of India. In 1914
Mr. Banerji undertook to prepare a catalogue of the coins, but unfortunately
the manuscript left by him was found incomplete in many respects and it became
necessary to rewrite the whole in the light of a fresh study. The Director
General of Archwmology on whom devolved the task of publishing an authorita-
tive account of the hoard could not for sometime make any suitable arrangement
and it is to be regretted that the death of a consummate numismatist like the
late Mr. Banerji prevented the Archwmological Department from placing the
manuscript once again in the hands of the original author. In 1937, at the
suggestion of the late Mr. N. G. Majumdar, Superintendent, Archeeological
Section, Indian Museum, the work was finally entrusted to Mr. P. N. Bhatta-
charyya, Assistant Curator of the Section and the entire hoard was placed at
his disposal for examination through the kindness of the authorities of the Patna
Museum to which it now belongs.

Out of a lot of 2,873 coins a selection has been made of 1,708 pieces for the
purpose of this Memoir. - The coins are broadly divided into three classes of
which Classes IT and III are sub-divided again into several groups and varieties.
In the introduction the author discusses his classification and some topics of
general interest comcerning punch-marked coins with special reference to the
present hoard. At the beginning of each section dealing with a group he has
briefly drawn attention to its symbols and indicated how the different varieties
under each group and the groups themselves stand in relation to one another.
Twelve plates have been appended to the letter-press in order to illustrate the
.typical coins and the symbols appearing thereon.

Although due to various circumstances beyond our control it has taken an
extraordinarily long time to bring out this publication, I have pleasure in intro-
ducing it to the numismatists in the hope that it will be found both important
and interesting.

INTRODUCTION.

Out of the lot of 2,873 coins 1,703 pieces have been included in this work.
Of the remaining coins some are damaged hopelessly, while the symbols on others
are so much defaced that they cannot be grouped and classified accurately. A
mere collection and description of the numerous symbols on punch-marked coins
does not advance our knowledge. The most important and interesting part
of the study of these coins is the attempt to classify the coins according to the
various symbol-groups and to gather therefrom the significance of the individual
punches and the various combinations. Dr. Spooner and Mr. Walsh were the
first to handle the subject from this point of view. But it was Dr. Allan and
Mr. Durga Prasad who have dealt with the subject very exhaustively and placed
before scholars a large number of illustrations of the different combinations.
But the classification of the numerous combinations by Dr. Allan in his Catalogue
of Indian coins in the British Museum, Ancient India appears to be the best in
the field. He has also tried to show how the different groups and varieties of
each class are linked with one another by some obverse or reverse symbols. If
future finds are handled in this way it will in time enable us to gather much useful
information, historical and geographical. As far as possible the arrangement
of the British Museum Catalogue has been followed in this Memoir.

The coins of this hoard have been broadly divided into three classes.  Only
one coin belongs to Class I. Class II contains coins—all of which have one
regular stamp and one or two counter-marks on their reverses. These stamps
are boldly impressed and are of the same size as those on the obverse. Some
of them, e.g., 10, 86 occur both on the obverse and the reverse. In this
clags there are 12 groups comprising 85 varieties including some which are found
in this collection for the first time. Details of the new varieties will be found
in the respective introduction. The coins of Class III have got numerous small
punches on the reverse, none of which has any connection with the obverse marks.
This class divided into 9 groups comprises 57 varieties some of which are also new.

Classification according to shape or size is of no consequence because of the
fact that the same group of obverse symbols are met with on coins of different
shapes which again conform to the same standard of weight.  Although the
coins of the present collection are of six different shapes and sizes they follow
the sume standard of weight as will appear from the following table :—

iv INTRODUCTION

In many cases copper is found to adhere to the silver coins. Tor this no
satisfactory explanation has as yet been offered by any numismatist. Mr. Walsh!
says, “The reason for this large amount of copper is due to the fact that,
apart from any proportion of alloy in the coin, several of the coins have been
debased by the addition of molten copper to the original silver coin, presumably
to make up for the weight. That this was subsequently added is shown by the
fact that it remains over the punch-marks.”  This explanation is supported by
the Aritha Sastra. In the course of cleaning of a few coins of this collection it
has been found that the coating was superficial.  When this coating of copper
was removed the symbols were seen in their proper form and depth of impression.

The question of the system of weights (rat¢ standard) of the punch-marked
coins has been fully discussed by Genl. Cunningham® and Dr. Bhandarkar.?
The Purdna or Dharana by which term these coins are mentioned in old Sanskrit
texts, should be of the standard weight of 32 ratés (58:56 grains) according to
Manu.  But this full weight is not represented by any coin of this hoard, the
coins ranging in weight from 38'5 to 55-8 grains. The heaviest pieces weigh
55'8 grains (coin No. 354), 555 grains (coin No. 5), 546 grains (coin No. 500)
and 54-5 grains (coin No. 725). This loss of weight of only 8 or 4 grains may
be ignored and the specimens regarded as full Purapas. But therc are coins
which are much lighter in weight, e¢.g., 385 grains (coin No. 1650), 39-1 grains
(coin No. 829), 41-3 grains (coin No. 84), 42-6 grains (coin No. 1039) and 43-8
grains (coin No. 241). From a chart of the weights of the Peshawar hoard! of
punch-marked coins Dr. Bhandarkar opines that the reduction of weight was
due to the debasement of the coins necessitated by economic exigencies. He
also shows that the reduction of weight was deliberate and systematic, the
weights increasing from 11} to 15} mdshds by the successive and regular rise of
a } mdashd. But no such regular gradation is noticed in the coins of - the present
collection.

As regards the age of the punch-marked coins in general Dr. Bhandarkar
has attempted to show from literary sources and actual finds that they are the
oldest indigenous currency of India dating from about the second millenium
before Christ. Prof. Rapson too advanced proofs of the independent origin of
this coinage.5 Mr. Walsh says, ‘ This coinage had been in existence long before
the time of Buddha, as is shown by the fact that the nmame purane (ancient)
is given to them in the stories of Buddha in the Jatakas. As noted by Mr. V.
Smith, the fact that they have been found in one of the very ancient ecarthen
tumuli at Lauriya Nandangarh in Champaran and in the ancient tombs known
by the name of Pandu-kulis in Coimbatore shows that they go back to very early
times.”®  In the present state of our knowledge it is not possible to determine

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definitely the period when this currency came into vogue. The standard of
weight of these coins appears to have been different from the 32 rati standard
of Manu who in any case must have flourished long after the introduction of
this coinage. This may be the reason why discrepancies are more often than
not noticed in the weights of these coins. Mr, Iemmy® has attempted to show
"that the punch-marked coins agree with the indigonous Indus System of weight.

In view of the occurrence of a constant group of marks on a number of coins
it is now accepted on nearly all hands that the marks were stamped at the same
time by different punches by the aunthority issuing them.  Various suggestions,
however, have been put forward to account for the significance of the individual
marks.  Some of them may come out true when other hoards from different
localities will be found and described in a systematic way with find spots noted
in every case,

As regards marks on the reverse side the coins may be roughly divided into
two classes; one has one, two or at most three punches—two of these as remarked
by Dr. Allan being later counter-marks, and the other bears numerous small
punches.

As the symbols have been deseribed in detail in the British Museum Cata-
logue, it is not necessary to describe each and cvery one of them here. But
some remarks are here called for in regard to symbols that appear in this
collection for the first time. The six-armed (the term used in B. M. C.) symbol
is very important from the fact that it shows numerous varieties and occurs on
almost all punch-marked coins. Regarding this symbol Mr. Walsh? has remarked—
‘The variety of the six-armed symbol on a particular group of coins is of im-
portance, as a possible means of dating the coins’.  In this collection there
have been found thirty different forms of this symbol of which 2dY, 2e, 2g, 2k,
21, 2m, 2u, 20, 2p, 2q, 25, 2u, 2v, 2w, 2x, 2y and 2z are not found in B. M. C?
The forms 2¢, 2m, 2n, 2n, 2w and 2x are, however, found in N. 8.* So 2d1, 2g,
ok, 21, 20, 2p, 24, 2s, 2v, 2y and 2z are quite new. B. M. C, Var. 3, pl. =xxiil is
not clear in any of the coins illustrated there and it is not possible to ascertain
whether it is 2f, 2{' or something else. Var, 4 of the above catalogue is also
not clear. 1t may be 2h. 2g has, however, been found by Mr. Walsh on B. M. C,,
pl. x, 17.  The form 2s, though not illustrated, occurs on certain coins of B. M.
C., as has been noted in the introduction at the beginning of Group XII,
Class 1I, and also noticed by Mr. Walsh in J. R. A. S,, 1937, p. 621.  Symbol
No. 12 though not read correctly occurs in B. M. C. and also in N, 8.  Symbol
No. 18 looks very like the tree of the symbol No. 13 but it has no hill mark helow
it.  Symbol No. 30 has not been correctly shown in B. M. C. or N. 8. Symbol
No. 31 is shown in B. M. C. No. 16, p. XXXI but no railing has heen shown round
the tree. Symbols 36a and 48, are particularly interesting from the fact that
up to this time no animal turned to left has been found on punch-marked coins,

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Symbol No. 36a looks exactly like a cow; the other animal may be a hare.
Symbols 40 and 41 are new and occur on a large number of coins of this
collection.  Symbol No. 44, which also .occurs here for the first time shows
an elephant standing to right on a hill. The symbols 49 to 52 and 54 are
found in the present collection for the first time.  The horse has not heen found
up to this time but some coins of the present collection bear representations of
two different species of this animal (symbols 53 and 59).  Symbols 71, 72, 76
and 77, formed by combinations of taurine symbols, are also noticed here for the
first time.  Concerning human figures it is to be noted that the symbols 116
and 119 probably represent female figures standing to right,  Symbol No. 120
is that of a warrior holding a circular shield in his right hand. A group of three
buman figures (symbol 141), similar to N, 8. No, 132, pl. 27 struck from a single
punch occurs on the reverse of some coins belonging to different varietics of
Classes II and III.  There is another group (symbol 14la) of three figures
which is different from the previous one.  Symbol No. 142 ropresents a single
buman figure and occurs on the reverse of the coin No. 158. In the symbol No.
142a (see coin No. 1455) the human figure has its hands raised upwards. In the
symbol No. 142b {coin No. 1310) the figure secms to be seated on a stool and has
its hands raised upwards, the right hand holding a stick.  Elephant (svymbols
215-217, 219), bull (symbol 220) and deer (?) (symbols 221 and 222) are the
animals that are found punched on the reverse of some coins of Class 11T only,
symbol No. 218 (elephant) occurring on two coins (1107 and 1166) of Class II.
Of the so-called ‘ Taxila’ symbol, No. 135, there have been found four other
different forms (133a-d, sce below p. 2). As a reverse symbol. four varieties
(144, 144a, 144h and 144c) of the hill mark occur on some of the coins of this
hoard. These hill marks are much smaller than those appearing on the obverse,
as i3 the case with the symbols that are found on the reverse only. It is note-
worthy that coins 1066-1070 of the present hoard bear a hill mark of same size
both on the obverse and the reverse. As on the reverse of some coins the hill
mark is much defaced or disfigured and consequently its shape cannot be deter-
mined with certainty, simply 144 has been noted in the text. Symbol No. 245
looks like a trident. Symbols 148 and 150 are quile new.

In conclusion I must express my deep sense of gratitude to Rao Bahadur
K. N. Dikshit, Director General of Archwology in India, for kindly permitting
me to undertake this Memoir, and also to Mr. N. G. Majumdar, Superintendent,
Archereological Section, Indian Museum, for encouraging me with his valuable
suggestions and offering me every facility to carry on this work. I also acknow-
ledge the ungrudging assistance of Mr. 8. N. Chakravarti for varifying the coins
with the manuseript, and Mr. M. M. Dutta Gupta of the Indian Museum, Archwo-
logical Section for the drawings of the symbols. ‘

CLASS 1.

Only one coin belongs to this Class. The five symbols that are found on
the obverse side are bigger in size than most of the symbols occurring on the coins
of the Classes 11 and 1II.  But unfortunately they are not impressed in full
on the coin. The solar symbol and the six-armed symbol are partly visible.
The threc other symbols are not clear. The imperfect impression of the symbols
stood in the way of drawing them correctly and including them in the chart of
symbols. It is, however, left for the reader to study them from the photograph
of the coin.  On the reverse there are three or four stamps of which one is 144
and another 244,  The coin measures +7"X-5” and weighs 50-7 grains.

CLASS 1I.

GROUP 1.

The coins of this group have the common reverse symbol 135, there being,
of course, occasional countermarks.  The characteristic obverse symbol is 30
which is not found in any other gronp. This symbol has not been, however, correctly
illustrated in B. M. C. or N. S.! where the railing of the tree has not been shown.
It can be seen in full on coins 1, 12, 24, 27, 31 and 105.  Although this symbol
is not found in vars. d, ¢ and g they are closely connected with the other vars.
by some common symbols as well as the reverse stamp. Group 1 has been
divided into seven varieties according to the variation of the obverse sym-
bols. Vars. @ and b have four symbols in common—I1, 2, 3 and 30. Var. «
corresponds with B. M. C., var. a, p. 17. It bas gol a very rare symbol 37,
which is not found in any other var. of this and other groups. Symbol 37
shows a bull with a taurine in front of it and a horizontal line below. This
horizontal line has nof, however, been noticed by Messrs. Allan and Durga
Prasad.  This symbol has been illustrated as belonging to var. f, p. 21 in B. M.
C. but in the coin itself, pl. 111, 8, it looks more like symbol 60 than 37. Var. ¢
is connected with the vars. a and b by the symbols 30 and 43 and agrees with
B. M. C., var f, p. 21, reading the symbol 37 as 60. This var. has been figured
in N. S., No. 137, pl. 21, Var. d has the three symbols 92, 5 and 60 of the pre-
vious var. and connects var. ¢ by the symbols 57 and 88. In N, 8., No. 138,
pl. 21 is illustrated another var. which has 80 in place of 57 of this var., showing
a very close connection with vars, @ and 4. Var. ¢ is not found in B. M. C.
but agrees with N. 8., No. 133, pl. 21.  Var, f is linked with vars. b and ¢ by

GROUP II.

This group consists of coins having the reverse stamp 10. On some coins
this stamp has not been fully impressed, either the bird alone or the hill only
being found. As in group I some of the coins of this group also are found counter-
marked with other stamps on the reverse. Coin 158 shows the figure of a man,
besides the usual reverse stamp 10. The characteristic obverse symbols of this
group are 10 and 104. Only five varieties have been found in this group. Vars,
@ and b are connected with vars. ¢ and & of the previous group by the first three
symbols and link themselves with vars. ¢ and ¢ of this group by the common
symbols 10 and 104. It is to be noted that though vars. ¢ and d have not got any
of the symbols 30, 43, 57, or 88, and have not the same reverse stamp of the
vars. ¢ and d of group I, they are closely connected with them by the common
obverse symbols 92, 5 and 60. Var. @ corresponds to B. M. C., var. a, p. 25 and
N. 8., No. 106, pl. 18. Practically speaking var. b is the same as var. @, the
only difference being in the form of the steelyard, which is reversed here. This
form of the steelyard (symbol No. 105) has not been noticed in B. M. C. Although
it is illustrated as No. 114a, pl. 27 in N. S., it has not been shown as belonging

o any coin by the author. Var. ¢ occurs in B. M. C. as can be seen from the
photograph, XLI, 2, of the coin No. 17 of var. d, p. 26, which shows symbol 10
and not 33 as illustrated there. Var.disa new one not described anywhere. It
has the first four symbols in common with var. ¢ and replaces 104 of that
var. by an uncertain symbol. There being only one coin this symbol could not
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be verified. It is interesting to note that this coin does not bear the reverse
stamp 10.

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GROUP III.

The coins of this group have been described together for the characteristic
obverse symbol 58 and the reverse type consisting of the group of three symbols
86, 143 and 145. There are three varieties in this group but another variety
of this group has been illustrated in N. S., No, 135, pl. 21. Var. « has a close
connection with var. ¢ of the preceding group by the three human figures. This
var. corresponds with B. d. C., var. f., p. 27 where the first two symbols were
struck from one punch only and not from separate punches as illustrated there,
the combined form of these two symbols corresponding to our symbol 58. The
proper second symbol of the B. M. C. var., however, is 86 as can be seen in Pl v,
18, vars., ¢ and f of B. M. C. really constifuting one variety. In N, S, also (vide
No. 64, pl. 27) symbol 68 has not been correctly read. The single illustration given
there against No. 103, pl. 18 does not contain the full impression of the symbol,
It may be best studied from coins 213, 221 and 240 of this collection. Var. b
is linked with vars. @ and ¢ by the obverse symbols 86 and 58, and with vars.
¢ and d of Group I and ¢ and d of Group II, by the symbols 92, 5 and 60. This
var. agrees with B. M. C,, var. g, p. 27 where the fifth symbol (58) on the obverse
has been partly noticed. The photograph of that ecoin (Pl v, 12), if examined
minutely, will show that the symbol is 58. Var. ¢ is the same as N. S., No. 103,
pl. 18 and B. M. C,, vars. h, p. 27 and b p. 28. (Cf. B. M. C,, pl. xli, 3 and v, 17
for the fifth symbol.) Although some coins of this var. have got only two
stamps 86 and 143 on the reverse, coin 249 has the same three symbols of the
other vars. of this group. Coin No. 257 has three human figures on the
reverse along with the stamp 86.

GROUP 1V,

The coins of this group have been divided into eleven varieties. Vars. a-j
have got four symbols in common—I1, 2, 3 and 86, while var. £ has got three
symbols—1, 2 and 86 in common with the previous varieties. This group is connected
with the preceding one by the symbol 86 which in both the groups occurs both on the
obverse and the reverse sides. It is more closely related to var. ¢ of that group
by the first four symbols, and to vars. @ and b of group I and e and b of group
II by the first three symbols. Var. @ corresponds to B.M.C., var. a, p. 28. The
fifth symbol of var. b is the same as that of var. @ save the left component which
is reversed here. There is a similar combination in N. 8. (Vide No. 97, pl. 18)
but the taurines by the sides of the forked object are not found in any of the
eight coins in this collection. The three coins of var. ¢ have been described
as a separate var. on account of the total absence of the left component of the
fifth symbol. It cannot be definitely said that this component is absent owing
to want of space. The triskeles is so very prominent that it seems to be an
entire symbol by itself. It also occurs singly as a countermark on the reverse
of many coins. The coins of var. d differ from those of ¢ by the different form
of the fifth symbol. The left component is different and has the horizontal
line near the bottom instead of in the middle of the vertical line which is also
thicker than that in symbol 96. This var. corresponds to N. 8., No. 98, pl. 18.
Var. e is the same as B. M. C.,, var. d, p. 29. In N. 8., No. 96, pl. 17, we find
a slightly different form of the fifth symbol where the outer vertical lines have not been
ghown in their full length and the reverse is stamped with 144 instead of 86. This
fifth symbol (61) also occurs in another variety, N. 8., No. 107, pl. 18 which is very
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important from the fact that it establishes a further connection between this
group and group II. The fifth symbol in vars. f and ¢ is a turtle ; in f it is with-
out any taurine above or below it but in g it has a taurine above its tail and no
taurine below the tail as in the case of symbol No. 58. It is easy to differentiate
the symbols 132, 133 and 58 from the total absence or the particular position,
of the taurine. So even if the upper part of symbol 58 be missing on a cerfain
coin the symbol can be identified from the position of the taurine. It may be
mentioned here that the reverse symbol 86 occurs in vars. f and ¢, and also in
var. ¢ of the preceding group. But group III possesses another reverse symbol,
No. 143, which is totally absent from the different vars. of this group. Symbol 45,
the fifth symbol of var. %, is composed of two simple symbols, an elephant with
a taurine above its back and a human figure with a dumb-bell on each side.
Both in B. M. C. and N. 8., each part of this symbol has been incorrectly described
as a separate entire symbol. And’so the B. M. C., vars. &, 4 and 7, pp. 80-31 and
N. 8., No. 102 and 104, pl. 18 are the outcome of this wrong reading. These
vars. are but one and the same and agree with var. % of the present group. This
symbol, 45 may be well studied from the coins 835, 348 and 375, As all the 42
coins of this collection as also those illustrated in B. M. C., and N. 8., have got
the same two stamps (86 and 147a) on the reverse none of them can be considered
as a countermark in the case of these coins. The coins 363 to 368 may, however,
be properly called countermarked. Var. ¢ corresponds to B. M. C., var. a, p. 82
and N. 8., No. 100, pl. 18. Although this var. has got 10 instead of 86 as the
reverse stamp still it cannot be separated from this group owing to its first four
symbols béing in common with those of the other wvars. Var. 7 is the same as
B. M. C., var. b, p. 32. One of the coins 447 has got the stamp 67 instead of 86
on its reverse. Var.  is altogether a new type not noticed elsewhere. It replaces
3 of the other varieties by 4. Only three coins (448-450) have been found to
belong to this var. The reverse of coin 448 has the usual stamp 86 disfigured
and 139 as a countermark. On the reverse of coin 449 there are two symbols
67 and 60. The symbol 67 may be the usual stamp asin coin 447, the other being
a countermark, The crescent mark at the top of the third symbol on the obverse

of the coins 449 and 450 is not visible and so this symbol may be 6 in these two
coins.

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GROUP V.

The coins of this group have been sub-divided into ten varieties of which
@ and b are connected with the coins of Gr. I1I, and ¢ and d with those of Grs. III
and IV by the reverse stamps. Vars. b, d and f differ from «, ¢ and ¢ respectively
by the different form of the six-armed symbol. As regards the four diffevent
forms of the six-armed symbol occurring in this group it may be noticed, however,
that 2 and 2f are sometimes difficult to distinguish. As 2f has also got a taurine
as one of its six arms, if that part of the symbol which has the tawine flanked
on each side by an arrow is found impressed on a coin it becomes extremely
difficult to ascertain whether the symbol is 2 or 2f. And hence vars. b, d and
S may be the same as «, ¢ and ¢, or b and d may correspond with B. M. C.. vars.
¢ and d, pp. 32-34. That both 2 and 2f occur in this group may be verified
from the coins 558 and 585 which distinctly show symbol 2.  Vars. a. ¢ and ¢
have been illustrated in N. S., No. 72, pl. 15. Var. a is most probably the
same as B. M. C., var. %, p. 35 where the animal of the six-armed symbol is visible.
It is not possible to say definitely whether the six-armed symbol of B. M. (.,
vars. h, k and I, pp. 35-36 is identical with 2f, in as much as none of the plates
XLI. 23, VI, 4 and 12, and V, 22 contains the full impression of this symbol.
This form of this symbol, however, can he best studied {rom coins 527, 537 and
566 where both the animal and the dumb-bell are visible. Var. f is not illus-
trated anywhere. Var. g replaces symbol 29 of the other wvars. by 23 and is
a unique var. not described elsewhere. Var. & is the same as a, ¢ and ¢ but
differs in the reverse stamp. Var. 7 has three of ils symbols in common with
the above vars. Coins 603-604 of this var. agree with B. M. C., var. 7, p. 39
but as on nearly half the coins of this var. the reverse stamps are either indis-
tinct or disfigured it is not possible to ascertain whether this var. represents
also the B. M. C., vars. g, s and ¢, pp. 38-39.  Coins Nos. 605-606 have got on
the reverse three little human figures in a single stamp. Coins Nos. 589-602
could not be included in any of the vars. of this group as the reverse of all ot
them are badly defaced. And so they have been described separately. Var.j
links itself with ¢ by two of the obverse symbols and corresponds with B. M. C.,,
Gr. IX, p. 54 of which var. e is represented by the coins 636-637. The six-armed
symbol 2d may be seen in full on coin G44.

Var. @ has three symbols in common with vars. @,c, ¢ and  of the preceding
group.

From a study of the coins 657, and 661 it will be seen that in 2f' a fish has been
substituted in place bf the dumb-bell of 2f. The six-armed symbol of the B.M.C,,
var. is not visible in full in plates VI, 12 and V, 22. Vars. b, ¢, and d are linked
with ¢ by the symbol 39. Var. b is similar to B.M.C., var. p, p. 38. This var.
has also been figured in N.S., No. 75a, pl. 16, but there the six-armed symbol
is different. The fourth symbol (38), of this var. has not been drawn in full
either in B.M.C. or N. 8. It has a group of five dots round a central one above
the animal. This may be verified from coins 670 and 683. Var. ¢ replaces 87
of var. b by 67 and corresponds with B.M.C., var. m, p. 87. Var. d replaces 33
of the preceding var. by 63 but has in nearly all the specimens the same reverse
stamp 67. It corresponds with N.S., No. 79, pl. 16 but the six-armed symbol
is different which may be studied from coins 684, 697 and 699. It is perhaps
also the same as B. M. C., var. b, p. 56 where the six-armed symbol appears
to be 2, but as it is not impressed in full it may be 2k which has also a taurine
flanked on each side by an arrow. B.M.C., pl. V, 20 and pl. IV, 22 show only a
taurine and two arrows of this symbol. The fifth symbol in none of the above
plates is clear. Vars. e to k are connected with the previous var. d by the two
obverse symbols and by their reverse stamps. They are not found in B.M.C.
Var. ¢ replaces the last two symbols of d by 56 and 117 and corresponds to N.S.,
No. 28, pl. 11. Var. f replaces 117 of ¢ by 116. Symbol 2 may be studied
{rom coins 700, 703, 704 and 705. Var. g is linked with vars. e and f by the
first, third and fourth symbols. The fifth symbol could not be read. But the
second symbol, though it is partially impressed, is certainly different from that
of ¢ and f. As this var. has only one coin and has not been figured elsewhere
the second symbol could not be verified. It may be 2q or N.S., No. 18, pl. 26,
each of which has got a club like arm. Var. % replaces 56 of var. g by the symbol
15. This var. corresponds to B.M.C., var. @, p. 56, but there the fifth symbol
could not be read. In none of the coins in this collection the fifth symbol is
impressed in full. It has been drawn from a comparison of the coins. This
is a new symbol not illustrated elsewhere. The exact form may be studied from
the coins 708, 710 and 711.

This group consisting of twelve coins only has got two varieties which
are connected with each other by four common symbols, 1, 2m, 38 and 7, and
have a link with other groups by the symbols 1 and 42. Symbol 38 has got taurines
in places of fishes of symbol 39 and so it is but a different form of the latter which
occurs in the preceding group. The two vars. ¢ and b correspond with N.S,,
Nos. 81 and 82, pl.

In this group there are four varieties each of which is connected with the-
other by four symbols on the obverse and the general reverse stamp 67 which
links this group in general with some of the other groups. The characteristic-
obverse symbol of this group is 102. Var., @ corresponds with B. M. C., var. u,
p.- 40 and N. S., No. 117, pl. 19. In the latter only four taurines of symbol 69-
have been shown, the fifth one having been substituted by leaves of a tree (p. 49).
Var. b replaces symbol 69 of @ by 40 (the exact symbol may be studied from
coins) and is probably similar to B. M. C., var. », p. 40 and N. 8., No. 120, pl.

GROUP IX.

This group consisting of 54 coins has been divided into eleven varieties of
which ¢ to ¢ have got four symbols—1, 2, 8 and 27, in common and are connected
with group IV and the preceding group by their first three symbols. All the
vars. have miscellaneous reverse stamps. But the stamp '152 which has been
found to occur in vars. @ to ¢ and e and % may be said to be the usual stamp
of this group. Var. @ corresponds to B. M. C., var. ¢, p. 43 and N. S., No. 118,
pl. 19. Vars. b to g are new and not noticed elsewhere. In b the fifth symbol
is a bull with a forked object upon its back. It may be well studied from coins
784, 786 and 797. The fifth symbol of var. ¢ is composed of two simple symbols.
It can be seen in full on coins 804 and 809. Var. d has got 93 as the fifth symbol
and is interesting in having three little human figures in a single stamp on the-
reverse. The fifth symbol of var. e is some animal with two long ears (goat-?)
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standing to right. The fourth symbol of var, f is indistinct and the fifth one
a strange animal with a curious object over its back. In wvar. g the third symbol
is not clear and the fifth symbol appears to be a female figure standing to right.
Var. % is connected with the other vars. by the three symbols 1, 2 and 27 and
has got a human figure as the fifth symbol. It replaces the third symbol of the
previous vars, except g by 36 and corresponds to N. 8., No. 83, pl. 16 but differs from B.
M.C., var. b, p. 43 in having an elephant in place of the bull. But this elephant is not clear
in the plates V, 19 and 23. Besides two other stamps coin 820 has got on the
reverse the stamp of three human figures. Vars. ¢ and j link themselves with
var. % by their first three symbols. Var. ¢ replaces 27 by 28 and has got the
same human figure of var. % as the fifth symbol. The fourth symbol of var. j
is not clear and the fifth one is a horse, only the hind part of which is visible on
the coin. The reverse has got a very obscure tiny stamp. Var. % is connected
with @ to f by the first threc symbols and with & to j by the first two and
fourth symbols. Here in none of the coins the fifth symbol can be seen in full.
So far as can be drawn from a comparison with the various coins it looks like
81. Coins 826-829 have got 135 as one of the reverse stamps. The fifth symbol
not being clear coins 815 and 816 could not be included in any of the above vars.

This group is divided into nine varieties of which b to g are connected with
the preceding group and group IV by their first three symbols. Var. ¢ replaces
symbol 3 of the above vars. by 4 and is closely connected with b by having the
remaining four symbols in common with it. Vars. 2 and ¢ are connected with
the other vars. by the characteristic symbol 124 of the group. Var. e corres-
ponds to B. M." C., var. @, p. 41.

GROUP XI.

In this group there have been found nine varieties of which e connects it-
self and the remaining eight varieties with the foregoing groups by its first three
obverse symbols and has a closer connection with group I by the reverse stamp
185. It corresponds with B. M. C., var. @, p. 45. The characteristic symbol
of this group is 57. Coins 1066 to 1070 are noteworthy for having on the reverse
a bold stamp of 3 countermarked with 145 and 100. Var. b has three symbols
in common with ¢ and corresponds with B. M. C., var. e, p. 46. Here also the
six-armed symbol creates difficulty. It has got three arrows, two taurines and
a dumb-bell. In some of the coins where only one or two taurines and the
arrows are visible the symbol is apt to be mistaken for 2. Var. ¢ corresponds
with B. M. C., var. &, p. 49. The six-armed symbol in vars. ¢ to % is the same
as in b. Vars. d and e correspond respectively with B. M. C., vars. &k and I,
pp. 50-51, where the exact form of the six-armed symbol cannot be definitely
ascertained but that it is not 24 can be verified from pl. X, 38 which shows a tau-
rine. Var. f is the same as B. M. C., var. b, p. 52 where owing to the imperfect
impression symbol 27 has been read as 152. It also agrees with N. S., No. 89,
pl. 17 but here too the six-armed symbol cannot be definitely ascertained. Var,
g is new. Var. h corresponds with B. M. C., vars. ¢ and j, p. 50, and N, S,
No. 87, pl. 17 but the six-armed symbol is different in both the books. B, M. C.
plates do not show the full impression of the symbol. But in Pl. XLII, 20 it
appears to be 20 and not 2d. If coins 1079, 1156 and 1169 alone are examined

one may be'led to suppose that the six-armed symbol is 2, But as both taurines
H
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and dumb-bells are found in coins 1159, 1188, 1190 and 1225, there cannot be
any doubt that the symbol is 20. Var. ¢ corresponds with N. S., No. 127, pl
20. In the coins of this var. there are two hill marks, 144 and 144 the
latter of which occurs more frequently than the former and is a little clongated
in shape. B. M. C.,, vars. ¢ and b, pp. 11-15 may be regarded as belonging to
this var. because the fifth symbol in both the vars. appears to be 57 as can be
verified by a close examination of the plates I1I, 3, 4, 6 and 9. This type has
been described in B. M. C., as a scparate class owing to the special form of the
reverse stamp but as none of the coins of the present collection has that form
and some of them are stamped with the form more usually found on coins of
other groups, it isnot possible here to describe them as a scparate class. Be-
sides, in some cases the reverse stamp instead of being equal is far less in size
than that on the obverse. (Cf. coins 1254, 1258, 1267.) The clongated shape
of the reverse stamp which may be studied from coins 1254, 1258, 1267 is the same
as on coin 1429 of class IIL

This group is connected with other groups by the symbols 1, 42, 27 and 23
and by the reverse stamp 144. Var. a agrees with BM.C,, var. ¢, p. 52, the six-
armed symbol of the latter being 25 and not 2 as described. A taurine within
an oval area is distinctly visible in pl. XLII, 22. Var. b corresponds with B.M.C.,
var. d., p. 52, where symbol 27 is not visible in full and the six-armed symbol
which has got a dumb-bell in oval must be 2s. It is also almost similar to N.S.,
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No. 23, pl. 11. Var. ¢ corresponds with B.M.C., var. ¢, p. 58 and N.S., No. 22,
pl. 11 but in B.M.C., the six-armed symbol has been described as 2a but as 2s has
also a taurine-in-oval the B.M.C., symbol may be 2s. Photos do not show it
clearly. The six-armed symbol in the N.S. var. has been illustrated as 2i but
the photo does not show the symbol in full. Var. d replaces symbol 42 of ¢ by
67 and the six-armed symbol is not clear in any of the two coins belonging to this
var. Var. e is not found in B.M.C. It agrees with N.S., No. 89, pl. 12. Symbol
64 has been wrongly illustrated in N.S., as an elephant standing to left. The
same is the case with N.S., No. 40, pl. 12. Var. f corresponds to B.M.C., var. b,
p. 55 and N.8., No. 40, pl. 12. B.M.C., pl. V, 24 shows the taurine of symbol
64. This taurine may be studied from coins 1835, 1838 and 1342. Symbol 73
which has-been wrongly shown in B.M.C., may be studied from coins 1297, 1304
and 1308.

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MISCELLANEOUS.

The coins 1353 to 1361 have been described separately. Though they
belong to this class through the symbols 1, 2, 3, 23 and 42, they can neither be
conveniently grouped with other groups mnor put together to form a new group.
Coin 1853 has got a totally new symbol 44—an elephant standing on a hill. Sym-
bol 49 which occurs on coin 1354 is different from symbol 11. The animal
seems to be a different one. Coins 1355-57 show a horse not found on any coins
described up till now. Symbol 120 on coin 1355 is a warrior holding a circular
shield. Coins 1358 and 1359 also show a horse of different iype, only the hind
part of which is visible on the coins. The human figure, 118, is of a new
type. Coin 1356 appears to be re-struck.

GROUP 1.

There are eight varieties in this group. The characteristic obverse symbols
of this group are 35 and 123. Var.a corresponds with B.M.C., var. @, p. 60 and
N.8,, No. 14, pl. 10. Out of 9 coins 6 have got additional stamps on the obverse,
which belong properly to the reverse side but have been punched on the obverse
in some cases for want of space on the reverse side and in others, through over-
sight.  Vars. & and ¢ are connected with @ by three symbols, differing
from one another in respect of the second and fifth symbols. The second or the
six-armed symbol of each of them is of different form. Var. b agrees with
B.AM.C., var. ¢, p. 62 and N.S,, No. 15, pl. 10. The six-armed symbol of this
var. is composed of two triangles, two taurines and two arrows. This form
agrees exactly with that given in N.S. But it has been differently drawn in
the text of B.M.C. As far as can be seen from pl. VIII, 15 it appears to be 2u.

This group consists of five varieties each of which has the characteristic
symbol 12 and is connected with group I by the common symbols 1, 2a, 62, 66,
42 and 21, which occur in different varieties of both the groups. Var. a corres-
ponds with B. M. C., var. @, p. 64 ; a comparison of B. M. C., pl. X, 19 with plates
X, 20 and X, 21 will readily show in coin 19 a rectangular object upon the hill.
This rectangular object is nothing but the bull and is not found in coins 20 and
21, Coins 1391, 1395 and 1414 of our collection may bhe examined for a full
illustration of this symbol—a bull upon a bhill. This discrepancy has been
noticed also by Mr. Walsh (J. R. A. S., 1988, p. 27). This var. is not found in

There being only one specimen it could not be clearly deciphered. It is to be

42 and 36. The characteristic symbol of this group is 13. There are nine
varieties in this group of which @ corresponds with B. M. C., var. a, p. 79 and
N. 8., No. 34, pl. 12, and b with B. M. C., var. b, p. 79 and N. 8., No. 32; pl. 12.
Var. ¢ is quite new. It is connected with b by the symbols 1 and 62. The
six-armed symbol is also new.

The fourth symbol of var. e looks like a cow standing to left. There is no
bump.

Although this var. has not got the characteristic symbol of the group it is very
closely linked with the other varieties by its having the first four symbols in
common with the B. M. C., var. ¢, p. 80 which has the association of the symbols
13 and 77.

MISCELLANEOUS.

The four coins described in this section belong to Class III for the common
obverse symbols 1, 2a, 36, 42 and 62, and the occurrence of numerous stamps on
the reverse. But they could not be included in any group of this class for want
of more than one common symbol. But they are interesting owing to certain
new and important symbols occurring on them. Coin 1700 has got the
same six-armed symbol as coin 1684. The third symbol (No. 25) of this coin
is not very clear. The fifth symbol (No. 48) is an animal running to left. Coins
1701 to 1703 are connected with each other by the common symbol 126. The
six-armed symbol of coin 1701 is the same as on coin 1872. The third symbol
(No. 126) of this coin is composed of three fishes placed round a central circle
(vide N. 8., No. 58, pl. 26). The fourth symbol is not visible in full either on
this or the following coin. The six-armed symbol of coin 1702 is composed of
two arrows each flanked on each side by a pair of triangles. This coin agrees
with N. 8., No. 19, pl. 10.
