Foundation problems in the clubhouse are being addressed. During the November board meeting the board
approved a motion to hire a construction Engineer to evaluate and recommend solutions to repair some cracks
in the floor near the board/exercise room and other issues on the South side of the clubhouse. Currently one
foundation company has inspected and offered a bid to repair but after discussion a decision was made to en-
gage an Engineer. We hope to have a report by the December board meeting.

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The TAHI board has entered into an agreement with the Corps of Engineers to settle a remediation plan offerec
by the Corps following their visit to TAHI back on August 29th. That remediation plan involves the planting of
five (5) bald cypress trees in a specific area along the Corps property near Bill & Judy Wilsons home across An
gelina. A 75% survival guarantee will be in effect for 5 years. The Corps has agreed to allow us to purchase
the trees from their wholesalers at their rate and will recommend to us the time to plant. The trees are priced
at $85 each and recommended watering bags are approximately $15 each. A complete report of the plan will
be given at the Membership meeting. Our mowing and under brushing permits have not been approved at th
writing.

We are still working with the Corps of Engineers on the issuance of our Effluent and water line easements. Wi
have submitted all required documents asked for by the real estate division and the local lake headquarters. |
hope to be able to finalize that in the very near future.
