ned and can be covered by the balance.
Henry Johns moved, Ron Ulrich seconded
that the treasurer’s report be accepted.
Passed.

Ron Ulrich announced that the Shel-
bina event tentatively scheduled for the
1997 event year has been postponed un-
til September 1999, the second or third
weekend. A representative of the Arkan-
sas Reenactors Association announced
that the Rutherford, AR event has been
canceled. However, the Prairie Grove, AR
event in December 1998 is still being
held. It was also announced that for the
time being, the Arkansas Park System has
established that Arkansas events are “by
invitation only”. The Fort Gruber, OK
event has also been canceled.

President Ted Prater reminded those
attending of the necessity of getting
the nomination ballots in prior to Feb. 15,
1998.

The following budget was presented
to those attending:

Dues, suggested $10 (expecting
at least 800 memberships to
be sold in 1998) $8,000
$200 toward insurance from at
least five maximum/
sanctioned events* $1,000
TOTAL $9,000

*It is expected that Leasburg, St. Charles,
Pilot Knob, Cabin Creek and Wyandotte
County will pay the $200 insurance. (Fees
will be requested from any other maxi-
mum/sanctioned events).

A local or listed event can be covered
under the MCWRA liability policy by pay-
ing the $200 event fee. The city or or-
ganization could also purchase an insur-
ance rider (over and above the $200
event fee) as “added insured” if they so
desire.

A living history event, etc. could also
be covered by paying the $200 event
fee; however, the board needs to set up
a method for this and for getting
something in the nature of a written con-
tract as to price, what is covered, etc.
This should not be done just over the
phone, etc. It usually takes 3 - 4 weeks
to add such a rider. it needs to be re-
stated that the MCWRA insurance policy
covers paid MCWRA members’ fiability
should a spectator be injured; without
such coverage the host unit, the event
sponsor and possibly even the city could
be held liable.

The $2 “temporary membership” fee
makes the person a “temporary” MCWRA
member under the insurance umbrella for
that event only. The current MCWRA po-
licy covers up to ten events per season
for the annual $2,200 premium.

There was considerable discussion on
the suggested one-price membership of
$10 per year. It was decided that:

e One member equals one vote; in a
family situation, if another vote is desired
(wife, another combatant, etc.) another
membership is required. Membership en-
titles the member (and family in a family
membership) to one vote, MCWRA lia-
bility insurance and the newsietter.

® In order for family members to be co-
vered under MCWRA insurance in a family
membership, all names of the family must
be turned in to the treasurer.

Walt Larson moved and Paul imler se-
conded that the membership dues be
changed to $10 across the board. The
motion carried.

It was suggested that unit leaders re-
mind their members that the dues have
not been raised in 5-6 years, while pos-
tage has gone up 50%, as have other
costs.

Terry Cadenbach has been working
with the MCWRA database to devise a
simple way to produce the roster using
that database. He distributed the current
unit lists to attending members and will
mail the others. These lists should be re-
turned to Terry by November 15 so that
the roster has the correct and complete
information and the directory can be pro-
duced as quickly as feasible.

It was noted that the zip codes must
contain the extra four digits if bulk mail is
to be used in the future. The roster will
be sorted first by unit, and then alphabe-
tically by unit member’s name. If there is
a mistake, update or paid member miss-
ing, Treasurer Scott Hughes should be
advised, not Terry Cadenbach, as Scott
has the master database. E-mail addresses
would also be helpful.

President Ted Prater reported that he

had received a number of letters with
suggestions and good ideas and that he
is working on implementing same. He in-
vited members to call or write the Board
with suggestions. The Board members will
be listed in each issue of The Campaigner
so that it is easy to reach them.

Fred Norris informed the Board and
membership of a proposed plan to stand-
ardize the medical units.

John Martin requested that unit spon-
sors and sponsors in general be very clear
about what “amenities” will be, and then
have them. If a reenactor knows in ad-
vance to bring food, hay and even fire-
wood, it can be done. But a problem
arises if those attending events expect
such amenities and find out they are not
available or are not in sufficient quantity
when he/she is 200 miles from home.

John also mentioned that although
the MCWRA policy establishes age 16 for
combatants, there are no age limits on
musicians, flag bearers, powder monkeys,
etc. In battle scenarios in tall grass or
when there are many participants, it is
important to remind all involved that it is
very difficult to see smaller participants
and also to expect them to be as aware
*as an aduit.

There have been repeated requests
for maps, more descriptions of the event
schedules, battle times, events, a person
to contact, many signs, travel directions,
etc. After the meeting, the secretary and
president discussed this and for the 1998
season, the secretary will send out re-
quests/reminder letters to event con-
tacts with this reminder and request in
order to have it appear in The Cam-
paigner.

It was also pointed out that signs
need to be larger, visible at night, not
look like highway or park signs, and also
that these signs be placed far enough
from road turns and/or entrance so that
trucks pulling horse trailers have time to
safely slow down. It was also suggested
that some sort of uniform logo might be
established so that event signs in every
state would be similar and recognizable.

Another suggestion to event spon-
sors and host units would be to be sure
that local people (service stations, fast
food restaurants, etc.) be advised of the
location of an event to that they can
give directions if asked.

The next meeting is scheduled for
Saturday, January 31, 1998 at Smitty’s in
Republic, Missouri. Scott Hughes moved,
Paul Imler seconded that the meeting be
adjourned. Carried.

(An excerpt from his forthcoming book)

Legend has it that one fine spring
day in May, 1860, Abraham Lin-
coln’s home was visited by a com-
mitte from the Chicago Republican
convention. Lincoin had been nomina-
ted as a candidate for President and
this committee had traveled the
distance to Springfield, lllinois, to
formalize the event.

However, when the distinguished
gentlemen from Chicago appeared at
the Lincoln home, they found their
candidate not available. A young
messenger was immediately dis-
patched to inform Mr. Lincoln that he
had important visitors and was to
return home with all possible haste.

At this moment, so the tale goes,
Mr. Lincoln was found out on the
commons involved in a game of base-
bal. As the frantic messenger
arrived with his important news, he
found the tall, prairie lawyer stand-
ing at home base, bat in hand. When
the messenger relayed his important
missive regarding the parlor full of
politicos, the sage Mr. Lincoln re-

plied, “Tell the gentlemen that | am
glad to know of their coming; but
they’ll have to wait a few minutes
‘til | make another base hit.”

Whether Mr. Lincoln actually ever
struck a pitched ball is not really
known, but it is fact that the game of
baseball was played by the soldiers
of the North and South during the
Civil War. Often, between the terri-
fying battles of Chancellorsville,
Gettysburg, and Shiloh, the men had
long stretches of inactivity. They lay
on cots and wrote letters, smoked,
read, played chess, checkers, or
cards, sang songs, cut wood,
wrestled, mended clothes, foraged
for food, ate, drilled, played practi-
cal jokes, had races, and played
baseball.

The last of these was one of the
more popular diversions. Many Nor-
thern soldiers carried the equipment
of the New York game with them.
They played whenever they could.
Many letters home wrote of accounts
of various baseball games played.
Some refer to not only the playing of
the game, but to the intense betting
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that accompanied that activity. Rival
companies formed teams and the
competition was intense and almost
as serious as the battles themselves.
The game’s appeal cut through sec-
tional differences, finding response
in the basic Americanism of both
armies. It was a sport that struck a
key chord in the spirit of the new
country. Westerners learned the
game from Easterners, and Southern
soldiers learned the game from Nor-
thern prisoners.

In prison camps, baseball teams
formed for the relief of the boring,
and often unendurable prison life.
Wearing their slant-visored forage
caps or slouch hats, with a broad X
of suspenders crossing their backs,
they went to bat, swinging cut-down
broomsticks or sawed-off fence
planks at balls that may have been so
many stockings or so much yamn held
together by a piece of stitched leath-
er, sometimes with some rubber
from an old_boot tucked in to make
the ball livelier. Next: The New York
game, and “Knickerbocker” rules.
