Welcome to the W1 Incoming* QSL Bureau,
sponsored by the Yankee Clipper Contest Club
and staffed by over forty dedicated New England
radio amateurs and area clubs who volunteer their
time to distribute DX QSL cards to you.

Although the Incoming Bureau system operates
under the support and guidance of the ARRL, you
are not required to be an ARRL member to use it.

The W1 QSL Bureau receives DX QSLs from
outgoing foreign QSL bureaus and DX stations.
We sort the cards and mail them to hams having a
first area callsign. We try to send out cards about
three times per year depending upon the
availability of cards from the DX bureaus. Each
year we process about 100,000 cards.

The W1 QSL Bureau does not accept stamps or

envelopes. We require that you send money
credits rather than SASEs. We can use the exact
postage which is needed for your shipment plus a

service charge of 10 cents plus 10 cents per
ounce. It is also less expensive for you as no
funds are wasted on unnecessary postage.

We only
process cards coming into the W1 call area.

In the spirit of the Fred Fish Memorial Award,
VUCC, DXCC, WAS and WAC, we bring you a
world-wide event in which all Radio Amateurs can
participate where the goal is to contact (each
Month during 2018) as many maidenhead 4-digit
grid squares as possible on all amateur bands.
Building on our successful 2016 National Parks
On The Air (NPOTA) event (providing a year-long
focus of fun activating or contacting US National
Parks), and considering ARRL's existing grid-
square based award events (including our Fred
Fish and VUCC Award programs where the
objective is to contact stations in as many 4-digit
maidenhead grid squares as possible), we
introduce for 2018 the ARRL International Grid
Chase to bring international grid-chasing on all
amateur bands (HF, and VHF and above) to an all
new level.

In a fashion similar to NPOTA, using Logbook of
the World (LOTW -

the QSOs data source, the 2018 ARRL
International Grid Chase activities will be scored
MONTHLY on the ARRL web site

will start fresh, recognizing participation through
various tables and data selection options on the
web page.

Winter Field Day is Just Ahead

Field Day is not just for summertime anymore.
Winter Field Day, sponsored by the Winter Field
Day Association (WFDA), will take place over the
January 28-29 weekend, and it can be a terrific
time to prep for ARRL Field Day in June. The
annual event’s stated purpose is to encourage
emergency operating preparedness in the winter,
but it's also an excuse to get out of the house and
enjoy the great outdoors. According to the WFDA,
getting ready for emergency communication in a
winter environment is just as important as the
preparations and practice that take place each
June during ARRL Field Day, and — let’s face it —
it's not cold and snowy everywhere during the
winter months. Your local climate could be quite
the opposite.

“Don’t let those winter doldrums keep you locked
up in the house,” the WFDA says. “Get out and
play some radio!” The WFDA said it believes that
maintaining operating skills should not be limited
to fair-weather scenarios.

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The event, which got its start in 2007, is not
restricted to North America. All Amateur Radio
operators around the world are invited to
participate, and there are three entry categories —
indoor, outdoor, and home. The rules are similar
to those for ARRL Field Day. Operation will take
place on all HF bands except 12, 17, 30, and 60
meters, as well as on VHF, UHF, and satellite.

The event runs 24 hours. US and Canadian
stations exchange call sign, operating category,
and ARRL or RAC section.

The WFDA encourages both group and solo
operation, and if you're not up for an outdoor
winter adventure involving Amateur Radio, you
can operate from the comfort of your shack. As the
WEFDA says on its Facebook page, “The object is
winter fun!”

OK, that's it for now, I'll write up the Lunar Orbiter
funny when things ease up a bit.

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A new way to look at Leonardo

I’ve been fascinated by the artist and inventor Leonardo da Vinci for decades. He had
one of the most innovative minds ever. Next year is the 500* anniversary of his death,
and I thought I would share a short video about a project I’ve worked on that is
helping to mark the occasion.

The project is called the Codescope. It’s an interactive kiosk with a touch screen that
lets you explore the Codex Leicester, a notebook of Leonardo’s that | bought in 1994.
Using the Codescope, you can learn about the history of the notebook, see every page
of Leonardo’s original writing, get a translation, and even watch animated versions of
his drawings.

The Codex and Codescope are traveling together to various museums in Europe as
part of the celebration. (They’re at the Uffizi in Florence through January 20.) Since
you can’t touch the Codex itself—it’s preserved behind glass—the Codescope is the
next best thing to flipping through the pages that the great man wrote on.
