It was difficult for Larry to reconcile mechanical and engineering talents with missionary service 

until a visiting pastor told Larry about Le Tourneau College and Missionary Aviation.  This was the 

encouragement he needed to attend a Christian School and start his preparation for service.

He retired 

from an active role in that business to work as a Development Director at a nonprofit retirement home for 

8 years.
