	 It’s never too hot to practice in South Alabama. Coach Scott 
chuckled when he said, “We are all used to the hot!” He pointed 
out that they do have guidelines and procedures that they must 
adhere to for prevention and to minimize any heat-related illnesses. 
	 He also said, “We use common sense. According to the tem-
peratures, we will adjust our practice schedule and increase water 
breaks and duration of the breaks.” They also adjust to wearing 
pads or not to help release some of the body heat from their 
uniforms. He says, “It’s brutally hot down here; no let-ups.” He 
says that they generally practice for 2 to 2 1/2 hours, depending on 
what time of the year and what time of the day.
	 With the Varsity team, Coach Scott has eight coaches who as-
sist him, but all together, he has 15 people on his staff. Other than 
coaching, he also teaches Physical Education at the high school.
	 According to Coach Scott, the National average of high school 
players who go on to the next level of football is about 3%. Coach 
Scott says, “Sometimes Foley High School has more than the aver-
age, sometimes less.” But he was proud to say that last year, there 
were seven guys who had opportunities to play at the next level.
	 The Football Department’s budget is mostly funded by ticket 
sales. That’s more reason to come out and support the team. 
Coach Scott says, “When you come out to support the Foley High 
School team, our guys recognize that you are there. It’s a big deal 
for them.
