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CLASSIC CAR
SHOW 2019
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TROLLEY MARKET SQUARE

Frank Davis arrived in Gulfport in the
early 1900s and set to work convincing
the town it needed a trolley that would
run from St. Petersburg to Boca Ciega
Bay, where boats could carry people
from the mainland to Pass-a-Grille. Soon
after the developers of Veteran City
began a civic improvement program
that was designed to attract new
residents to the area.

Immediate attention was given to
clearing land for parks, home sites, and
roads. In addition, plans were made for
the construction of a new city pier and
casino. The casino was to be the
terminus for the electric railway line
trolley from St. Petersburg.

The City of identified a project that
would create a historic neighborhood
theme utilizing the old Trolley route,
including building a replica of a Trolley
as an attraction and welcoming point on
49th Street and Tangerine Avenue
South.

The project is referenced as Trolley
Market Square, designed for the
historical significance of the Trolley
while providing a link to the commercial
businesses throughout the 49th Street
Redevelopment Area.
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Beginning with the City’s development
of Tomlinson Park which included a
drainage project that became a water
feature north of the park facilities. From
2003 to 2010 approximately $800,000 in
streetscape and landscape
improvements were made using
Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG) funds.

In 2005, the 49th Street Neighborhood
Center was completed, also utilizing
CDBG funding to help with its
development. In 2009 the
Redevelopment Plan was amended to
include mixed use zoning incentives
which were incorporated into the
Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Code in
2010.

Between 2009 and 2010 drainage and
sidewalk improvements were made in
the Tangerine Parkway which greatly
improved drainage in the surrounding
neighborhood and provided an east-
west sidewalk from 49th Street South to
Tomlinson Park at 55th Street South.
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The City of Gulfport pursued a Federal
Funded Brownfield project within the
Tangerine Greenway.

In 2017 Gulfport City Council approved
the grant application to Pinellas County
for the United States Department of
Housing and Urban Development
Community Development Block Grant
competition.

Phase | of the Trolley Market Square
Environmental Remediation project
commenced on Wednesday, June 6th,
2018. The Florida Department of
Environmental Protection (FDEP) funded
phase | of the Trolley Market Square
project. This required the removal of the
first 2 feet of contaminated dirt and trees
located in the eastern half of the
greenway.
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A multi-use pathway roams through the
green space and connects 49th Street to
Tomlinson Park; this includes both
paved and bridge elements. Trolley
Market Square, the east end near 49th
Street South has long-time been used
for community events and a weekend
market. The residual area to the west of
trolley market square will remain as a
passive, neighborhood park.

With colorful shade sails unfurled and
artistic trolley train tracks built into the
elevated brickwork, Gulfport’s newest
historical public park is ready to greet
people entering the city from 49th Street
South. Ladies and Gentlemen, as Vice
Mayor of the City of Gulfport, welcome to
Trolley Market Square.

Gulfport is a very diverse town with a
large elderly/senior population. We have
one of the most highly touted senior
centers in the Tampa Bay area.

With our elderly residents comes the risk
of those suffering from Alzheimer's
disease the possibility of wandering.

To reduce the risk of wandering:

1) Make sure your loved one's basic needs
are met (e.g. hunger, thirst, toileting, etc.)

2) Provide structured meaningful
activities throughout the day

3) Provide a safe, uncluttered
environment where he or she is allowed
to pace inside.

4) Regular exercise may help reduce
anxiety and restlessness.

5) Deadbolt locks should be mounted
above or below the line of sight on

exterior doors.

6) Keep car keys inaccessible
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7) Avoid busy and/or unfamiliar places
that may be disorienting or even
frightening.

8) Stay close to your loved one when you
are out together in new surroundings.

9) Obtain a medical information bracelet
with your loved one's name, the words
"memory loss' and an emergency
contact phone humber

10) Consider personal electronic tracking
devices, motion detectors, electronic
beepers, special latches and other
security devices available from
companies specializing in care-giving
products for people with dementia.
