For some reason, we were 
supposed to stage our world premiere right here in 
Provo, Utah!

Cast  Biographies



Our motivation for writing The Principle Wife 
was to respond to our friends and critics who 
continually asked us the question, “What’s the 
deal with your Church and polygamy.”  In fact, 
we discovered people who thought that “very 
strict Mormons” still live a polygamous lifestyle 
and dress like the Amish or Mennonites. We also 
discovered that in some countries—even today—
the dictionary definition for the word “Mormon” 
is “polygamist.”  Hence, the reason for our telling 
the story of The Principle Wife was three-fold:
First, to tell people—in an entertaining way—
that plural marriage (aka, polygamy) ended more 
than a century ago.
Second: to dispel stereotypes and misinformation 
about the principle of plural marriage, even in 
the 1800’s, that it was NOT associated with the 
archaic idea of concubines or cultish practices.
Third: to honor our forebears who found the faith 
and courage to follow something very difficult, 
but which they felt God was asking them to do. 
•	 Our music of how love can overcome any 
	 obstacle, ultimately became the focus of  
	 how to best tell this story.
As descendants of polygamous ancestors, we 
found our research into the journals, histories 
and passed-down stories of these people 
to be inspiring, tragic, funny and frustrating; 
sometimes disastrous and other times successful 
in unexpected ways. Ultimately, it made us love 
these oft-forgotten people who sacrificed self 
for what they felt was the greater good.  Their 
stories impelled us to tell what hasn’t been said 
and what is continually misunderstood.  Doing 
it with music became the gift that helped make 
The Principle Wife accessible to mainstream 
audiences.

DEVELOPMENT HISTORY OF THE NEW MUSICAL 

The Principle Wife

The Principle Wife has been a very organic project 
for us. We wrote it first as an original screenplay (for a 
feature film) to explore the question of how women—
and men—could possibly live in a plural-marriage, 
otherwise known as a polygamous relationship.  
It was prompted by so many of our friends who, 
after they got to know us, would privately ask,  
“…so what’s the deal with polygamy, I mean, really?” 
In all fairness, we were embarrassed that some of 
our ancestors lived polygamy.  We shied away from 
the topic ourselves, sort of sweeping-under-the 
carpet the fact that there was a family photo of our 
great-grandpa with his three wives and multiple 
children that passed around family reunions some 
time. Pretty soon, that photo was given to all the 
siblings as a gift, and our embarrassment become 
a curiosity, if not a criticism.  We simply wanted 
to know why… and how even our own ancestor 
could possibly agree to live this way.  

Smashing Stereotypes
So many assumptions surrounding polygamy are 
rife with stereotype and salacious propaganda; we 
just wanted to know the truth. We wanted to know 
why they did it and then who it was that would 
actually be able to make it work enough to stay 
with it.

While developing our screenplay, we met with 
other writers in an ad-hoc writers’ group in hopes 
to motivate the strongest story we could muster.  
We never strove to make a political or religious 
statement as much as explore the social dynamics 
behind the personalities that managed to hold 
these plural marriages together.  It was completely 
amazing to us that men and women would want 
to live polygamy in the first place, let alone risk 
arrest as laws were eventually passed to prevent 
their ability to continue living it.  It was in that spirit 
that we found the story of The Principle Wife. 

Hollywood Hype & Hyperoble
Our screenplay was optioned by three different 
companies from Suzanne de Passe to Michael 
Apted’s company to other independent producers 
looking to make a name for themselves. They said 
our story had “that thing” they were looking for.  But 
The Principle Wife never found its way to physical 
production. Production companies eventually 
belied their interest when they got nervous with 
our subject matter, that it may be perceived as a 
religious piece. It never was.  

Like the Broadway musical and feature film, 
Fiddler on the Roof, The Principle Wife is about 
a religious people, but it’s not about pushing or 
teaching religious doctrine. We deliberately made 
it about love. Just love. Love was the only way 
we could explain how anyone—anytime—could 
possibly be willing to subject themselves to such a 
dynamic as polygamy.  No matter how off-putting, 
contradictory, or antithetical polygamy’s history, 
this was still a human story about emotional 
relationships. Our theme always came back to 
love; that love had to overcome any obstacle 
or else no one would ever agree to live it.  With 
conflict, controversy and continual hardship, our 
story kept pushing us to ask, “how far will anyone 
go for love even when it seems intolerable.”  

Making Music With Our Magic
Ironically, our writers group suggested that the story 
we ultimately developed seemed more palatable 
as a musical. And after being so close to film 
production on multiple occasions, we concluded 
that nobody saw it the way we intended; and no 
one was willing to take a risk on what might be 
perceived as too religious.  Consequently, we came 
to the place where we felt that our story would never 
get told the way it was supposed to be told unless 
we said it ourselves, produced it ourselves and did 
it without an outside company who might be too 
worried about preconceived audience judgement 
before the story’s impact could really be felt and 
understood the way it was supposed to.

We agreed to turn it into a musical, especially since 
we always wanted to write a musical but didn’t have 
a connection with a composer.  We subsequently 
met with three different composers in the next 
several months, all in hopes to flesh out a potential 
triad-partnership and create a full-scale musical.  
It wasn’t until a serendipitous introduction to a 
young fourth composer, that we found a musical 
voice to tell the story of The Principle Wife for the 
stage.  As odd as that may sound, the result has 
been as surprising and inspirational to us as it has 
been to audience. 

More Impactful in Person
We have been able to mount five different stage 
readings through the course of the development 
of our story. The number one response we get 
from reading-audiences is that they are surprised; 
surprised, not only because the subject matter 
is so foreign to current culture, but because they 
would have never expected this kind of story to 
work, let alone as a musical…but it does.

Below are the steps we’ve taken in the process 
of completely changing The Principle Wife from a 
screenplay to a full-on stage musical.

		  School w/Danny Glover & Cedric the  
		  Entertainer as key participants.

Our goal is to see The Principle Wife produced as 
a musical for the stage in the summer of 2023. It 
has been an astonishing process to juxtapose our 
story with actual facts behind how people truly 
learned to live and love in a seemingly impossible 
situation. As we have experienced audience 
responses to our readings and workshops, our 
musical has become more and more understood 
as and an enduring love story.  Its premise that, 
love can overcome any obstacle, is both arguable 
and defensible as a final take-away. Some have 
even attached the moniker of being a “Mormon, 
Fiddler on the Roof.”  Feedback confirms that it’s a 
show about a people of a strong faith, but it is not 
regarded as a religious piece.

Unexpected Supporters
We are anxious to attract the most productive stage 
opportunities on our journey to tell the world the 
story of The Principle Wife. Unexpectedly, Danny 
Glover and Cedric the Entertainer have verbally 
expressed a desire to be involved in our show 
in one form or another, whether as actors or as 
production supporters. Like so many people who 
eventually see a stage reading, their response is 
the same as Danny and Cedric: always surprised.  
People simply cannot believe we could make 
such a fetching story about a subject, which on 
the surface, has such a stereotypically negative 
identity associated with it. 

With solid encouragement to keep moving forward, 
we found The Covey Center Theater in Provo, UT 
which has booked the first, fully mounted stage 
production of our show for approximately six 
weeks.  In addition, the former Consul General of 
Hungary to the U.S. in Los Angeles (recognized 
as an Ambassador in Hungary) saw our reading 
as well. He was so surprised by an unexpected 
love story that he was quick to let us know that his 
country would go crazy for our show.  He said that 
besides being an unexpected and wonderful story, 
The Principle Wife had all of the elements which 
would give it success in Budapest, Hungary. He 
said that it was American, a western, and on the 
surface, controversial.  But, he said, “it was such a 
surprise that he knew it would sell out to audiences 
in Hungary no matter how long we decided to play 
it there, if we would.”  

A few days later, the Consul General of Hungary 
had us on the phone with a theater producer in 
Budapest.  He had already discussed our show 
with the Producer so this call was to let us know 
that Budapest was ready to commit with us if we 
were ready to open our show internationally.   

Love Can Overcome Any Obstacle
There are a few options in front of us, but 
we are looking for the best way to give The 
Principle Wife the most productive path to public 
awareness, success, and subsequently, the ability 
to successfully play any theater in the world. We 
realize that it’s a heady prospect, but we love our 
show and are awestruck by how many other people 
naturally love it too.  We believe The Principle Wife 
has what it takes to go all the way. There may be 
a few more steps getting there, but we’re in it for 
the duration. This is our story, and our love, and 
with the nearly universal audience agreement that 
it’s ready for prime time, we are anxious to share it 
with the world.
