Prepare For Power Outages
Power outages are occurring more frequently in this area and 
not just when we have a storm or hurricane. Record-breaking 
heat has taxed our energy grid with the threat of rolling 
blackouts. We need to plan for extended power outages in order 
to be more self sufficient and stay more comfortable and safe. 
The Hurricane Preparedness Supply Checklists are very helpful 
as to what to keep on hand. Buying a whole house or portable 
generator is ideal, and here are some other suggestions:
•	 Call CenterPoint, 713-207-2222 or 1-800-332-7143, to clear 

tree branches from the utility lines ahead of time. If you plan 
to plant trees, don’t plant them underneath power lines.

•	 Sign up for Power Alert Service with CenterPoint and 
receive your choice of text, email or phone notifications of 
a power outage at or near your home, plus, updates on the 
progress of power restoration. Their website is midwest.
centerpointenergy.com/poweralerts. 

•	 To avoid damage to appliances, unplug your appliances if 
you don’t have a generator. When power lines are damaged 
during storms, there can be a spike or surge in the line when 
the power is restored. Consider surge protector strips for your 
more expensive appliances or even eventually installing a 
whole house surge protector. 

•	 Locate public buildings where you can go for heat or cooling 
such as the library or the newly opened George H.W. Bush 
Community Center. 

•	 Keep your cell phone and tablet charged. Conserve your 
phone’s battery life by switching the phone to a power-saving 
setting, such as airplane or economy mode. If you do find 
yourself headed to a local shelter, it’s a smart idea to take a 
power strip to be able to charge multiple devices at once – or 
share the makeshift charging station with others. 

•	 Write down important phone numbers and addresses you 
might need, as most of us don’t remember phone numbers and 
you can’t depend on your phone working indefinitely.

•	 Have cash on hand as ATMs may not work.
•	 Keep your vehicle’s gas tank full to be able to cool off, 

charge your phone, get updated information on the radio or 
evacuate. Service stations can be out of power too and the 
pumps may not work or the gas may run out.

•	 If you don’t have family or friends you can stay with, make 
a list of hotels with phone numbers. You may need to go to 
another area, so include one or two further away.

•	 Build an emergency kit in case you have to evacuate 
including important papers, prescriptions, child and pet items.

•	 Don’t advertise on social media that you are out of power.
•	 Check on your neighbors. Older adults and young children 

are especially vulnerable to extreme temperatures

If you plan to stay in your home:
•	 Have a seven day supply of ready to eat or easy to prepare 
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shelf stable food. Often, there will be a run on grocery stores 
when hurricanes or storms are predicted and products such 
as drinking water, ice, bread, shelf stable foods and canned 
goods sell out quickly. Disposable dishes, flatware, bowls and 
cups can help you avoid hand washing dishes. 

•	 Keep the refrigerator and freezer doors shut as much as 
possible. The refrigerator will keep food cold for about four 
hours. A full freezer will keep the temperature for about 48 
hours. Use coolers with ice, if necessary. Monitor temperatures 
with a thermometer and throw out food if the temperature is 
40 degrees or higher. When in doubt, throw it out!

•	 Keep drinking water on hand (one gallon per person/per day 
for seven days is suggested). 

•	 Even if you have a generator, consider storing water as 
there’s a possibility that our MUD'S will not have water 
available (they need power too!) Fill the bathtub, sinks and 
buckets so you have a supply for washing, drinking and 
flushing the toilet. Also remember that you have water stored 
in your water heater. If it’s raining outside, you get free 
water, just put out some buckets. 

•	 If you have a gas stove, you can safely use it to cook. You 
may need to light the burner with a match or lighter because 
the electronic ignition on a stove won’t work if the power is 
out. Do not use a gas stove to heat your home.

•	 A charcoal or propane grill can come in handy for cooking. 
Make sure you have charcoal or propane tanks and keep the 
grill a safe distance away from the house.

•	 Have flashlights, lanterns or battery operated candles (and 
their batteries) available for lighting. Solar landscaping lights 
can help – charge them during the day. Know what kind of 
batteries you need and stock up ahead of time. 

•	 Even with a dead opener during a power outage, you can still 
open and close the garage door. You’ll find a rope or cord 
hanging from the arm that connects the door to the opener 
rail. With the door in the closed position, yank that cord to 
disconnect the door from the opener and you’ll be able to 
raise or lower the door by hand. Once you close the garage 
door and when the power comes back on, it will reset itself.

•	 Possible handy items include a manual can opener, water 
purification tablets, a battery-powered AM/FM radio (for 
access to updates during the outage), a battery powered fan 
or heater, a first aid kit, ammunition and firewood (for use in 
the fireplace in cooler weather).

•	 If your windows open and you have window screens, you 
may be able to open them to get fresh air when you are home.
