Introduction to the day 
“Rejoice always,” begins the reading from 1 Thessalonians. Isaiah and the 
psalmist make clear that God is turning our mourning into laughter and 
shouts of joy. “All God’s children got a robe,” go the words of a spiritual. It 
is not so much a stately, formal, pressed outfit as it is a set of party clothes, 
clothes we are happy to wear. We receive that robe in baptism, and in 
worship we gather for a foretaste of God’s party.

FIRST READING: 
A reading from Isaiah. 
 1The spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me, 
  because the LORD has anointed me; 
 he has sent me to bring good news to the oppressed, 
  to bind up the brokenhearted, 
 to proclaim liberty to the captives, 
  and release to the prisoners; 
 2to proclaim the year of the LORD’s favor, 
  and the day of vengeance of our God; 
  to comfort all who mourn; 
 3to provide for those who mourn in Zion— 
  to give them a garland instead of ashes, 
 the oil of gladness instead of mourning, 
  the mantle of praise instead of a faint spirit. 
 They will be called oaks of righteousness, 
  the planting of the LORD, to display his glory. 
 4They shall build up the ancient ruins, 
  they shall raise up the former devastations; 
 they shall repair the ruined cities, 
  the devastations of many generations. 
 
 8For I the LORD love justice, 
  I hate robbery and wrongdoing;

20Do not despise the words of prophets, 21but test everything; hold fast to 
what is good; 22abstain from every form of evil. 
  23May the God of peace himself sanctify you entirely; and may your spirit 
and soul and body be kept sound and blameless at the coming of our Lord 
Jesus Christ. 24The one who calls you is faithful, and he will do this.

We remember you in the celebration of the sacrament and remember that 
you unite us as the body of Christ whether we are together in-person or 
together while apart.  

In your love and care, nourish and strengthen those who will receive this 
sacrament, 

and give us all the comfort of your abiding presence 

through the body and blood of your Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord.

At this point in the service, for those at home, please bring bread and drink 
for communion, preferably wine or grape juice but it can also be water. If 
you have communion elements gathered, I'd invite you to share with 
anyone in your household, and if you do not, know that the restoration and 
healing found in this sacrament still reaches you wherever you are.  

While worshipping during the pandemic, we will be instituting communion a 
bit differently. These Words of Institution bless the eucharistic elements 
wherever you are, trusting in the all-reaching power and grace of God to 
provide the complete and total sacrament to us in these extraordinary times 



when we come to Christ's table in our own way and our own place. Once 
you have your eucharistic elements of bread and drink, and after the words 
of institution, you may commune yourself along with anyone else in your 
household. In all cases, you may commune saying:  

The body of Christ, given for you. 

The blood of Christ, shed for you. 

Amen. 

And so,  

It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, 

that we should at all times and in all places 

give thanks and praise to you, almighty and merciful God, 

through our Savior Jesus Christ; 

who on this day overcame death and the grave, 

and by his glorious resurrection opened to us the way of everlasting life. 

 

THANKSGIVING AT THE TABLE 
In the night in which he was betrayed, 
our Lord Jesus took bread, and gave thanks;
