M. Uday Kumar, 

SMS (Agri.Engg) explained the procedure for decomposing paddy stubbles in soil using a tractor-operated slasher 

and applying liquid decomposer instead of burning the stubbles. In this programme, Village sarpanch, FPO

Procurement Center(PPC) to procure Kharif 2023 paddy grain from members of FPO and other Farmers in and 

around Thogita. The PPC center of Kharif 2023 was inagurated by Dr. Nalkar, Senior Scientist & Head, 

Mr.Sreekanth Maddina, SMS (Agriculture Extension) and Dr. Prathap Reddy.N, SMS(Agronomy) in presence of  

Smt. Naga Madhuri, MAO, H.Ganpur, Sri Shyam Sundar, Chairman. FPO Thogita and FPO BoDs & FPO members, 

through this PPC, FPO has procured about 10123 quintals of paddy grains and completed  the procurement with in 

25 days of time.
