The CAP Release Group
Coach agreement

This agreement outlines what you can
expect from us, and what we expect from
you. You will be asked to sign and agree
to the below in your application form. It is
binding in honour only and is not intended
to be a legally binding contract. It is not
the intention of CAP or you to create ony
employment relationship either now or at
any time in the future.

What we offer you

Training. We will introduce you to the work
of Christians Against Poverty, our staff, your
role and provide all the specific training
you need to undertake your duties. Initial
training will take place over two days, and
ongoing training will be provided both
through further events and online resources.

Resources. We will provide materials, which
have been approved by a GP Specialist in
addictions, to enable you to run all three
elements of the CAP Release Group. We also
provide some PR and evangelism resources,
as well as access to our IT systems and a
CAP emdail account.

Supervision. We will explain the standards
that we expect your CAP Release Group to
meet. Your CAP Release Group Manager

will then speak with you regularly to discuss
your role at the CAP Release Group and help
you meet these standards.

Equal opportunities. All CAP representatives
will be treated in accordance with our Equal
Opportunities policy. A full copy of this is
cavailable on request.

Health and safety. We aim to provide a
safe working environment for all our staff,
representatives and others who visit our
premises. However dll representatives are
encouraged to take responsibility for their
own safety.

What we expect from you
Key responsibilities:

= To intentionally promote Christ’s gift of
salvation and the Christian faith.

=  To regularly support the running of the
CAP Release Group.

= To participate in all initial and ongoing
training and conferences, as required, in
order to offer the best service possible.

= To promote the work of Christians Against
Poverty within the local church.

= To promote the work of Christians Against
Poverty to friends, family and contacts
to increase support and awareness of
the charity. This includes encouraging
support through the CAP Life Changer
programme (see page 6).

Christion commitment

Group members and the public. You must be
a committed member of the partner church
where the CAP Release Group is based.

Life Changers

CAP's services to churches are heavily
subsidised, and the majority of our funding
comes from individuals. This role, as with all
roles at CAP, requires that you are willing to
ask friends and family to support the work

of the charity through our Life Changer
regular giving programme. Generating Life
Changers is an on-going part of this role with
the organiscttion.

It will always be the desire of both CAP and your
church to have a mutually beneficial relationship
of grace and understonding. If you have cny
problems, concerns or difficulties in your capacity
as our representative, you should normally

raise these with your church line manager,

and where appropriate, head office contact. If
these discussions fcail to resolve the issue, you

or your church line manager should put your
concerns in writing to the Network Monagement
Depcartment, who will arrange to contact you to
discuss further.
