Year after year they would celebrate with friends and family 

from near and far. Somewhere in the new millennium the education of the day was lost.  The 

Palm Springs Black History Committee & Juneteenth Committee has taken on the task of 

revitalizing this educational celebration and doing here in beautiful Palm Springs. 

We humbly request for funding support for the 2024 Juneteenth celebration. This entire 

event was free to the community and had been funded solely by money from the committee 

members themselves. Over the last couple of years, the event has increased in attendees, and we 

strive to ensure all people are welcome to learn and enjoy the celebration.
