•        Secretary, Tom Douglas, gave his report: 
o   On December 28, 2021; the Chapter Reconciliation Report was 

filed with the CASSAR Secretary and after approval of the report from 
the CASSAR Secretary, Treasurer Bob Conover sent a check of 
$1045.00 for payment of Chapter Member State and National Dues.   
o   On January 10, 2022; an email was sent to the CASSAR Secretary 
naming the Mother Lode Chapter Officers elected at the Chapter 
meeting on December 21, 2021 

o   On February 10, 2022; Kevin Tierney picked up 21 Chapter 
Medallions and 23 Chapter Lapel Pins for award presentations for the 
Chapter’s Brochure Contest.   
o   On February 16, 2022; the Annual Registration Renewal Fee Report 
to the Attorney General of California with forms RRF-1 and CT-TR-1 
and a check for $25.00 was mailed to the office of the Registry of 
Charitable Trusts in Sacramento. 
o   On February 17, 2022; IRS form 990-N (e-Postcard) was filed with 
the IRS.  Confirmation of e-filing is on file with the Chapter Secretary. 
o   On February 17, 2022; FTB form 199-N was filed with California 
FTB.  Confirmation of e-filing is on file with the Chapter Secretary. 



o   Additional transactions have been recorded and not reported in 
the meeting but were provided to the Recorder. (Appended). 

o   Secretary Douglas requested approval of changes to two 

Chapter Bylaws, one regarding state/in-state dual membership, 
and one regarding the definition of associates.  These changes 
were emailed to the membership in accordance with Chapter 
bylaws and brought up at previous Chapter meetings.  After a 
brief discussions and explanation that the changes were 
necessary to be in agreement with State and National bylaws 
the changes were approved with no dissenting votes.  

  

•        Tom Adams provided, Youth Programs Coordinator, Kevin Tierney, report:   
o   A detailed check request has been e-mailed to the Treasurer, Bob Conover, 

annotated bill from Arnolds for Awards for ribbons, etc. for $132.16.   
o   The second check request was made of the Treasurer, for the award money 
for the brochure contest - a total of $255.   
o   Kevin reported he will give money orders, gift cards, for the students who 
are winners.  This avoids having students wait to cash checks which creates a 
difficult Ing for the Chapter Treasurer when balancing the Chapter check book 
due to outstanding checks.  
o   Kevin reported regard the brochure contest, we had a total of 26 
entries.  22 of those came from John Adams Academy, 2 from Rolling Hills 
Middle School and one entry was mailed directly to Kevin from a 
homeschooled young person. 

  

•        Dispatch Editor, Tom Adams, reported the February Dispatch went out as 
an email vs. a PDF attachment as has been the practice in the past.  Tom 
intends to continue using emails.
