Return of Fired Targets
All targets must be mailed to Department
Headquarters for OFFICIAL scoring. DO NOT
score targets before sending them in. Any
targets that have been plugged will be
disqualified. Fired targets are to be returned
FLAT in a large envelope. Returned targets
MUST BE postmarked no later than March 1 to
qualify. The Department IS NOT responsible
for missing or improperly addressed
packages.

Awards

Each competitor will receive a participation
medal from Headquarters. Trophies will be
awarded for first place in each age category.
A trophy will be awarded to highest team
score (total of top four scores from one
club). Scholarships will be awarded to the 3
highest individual match scores in the Senior
category (15-18 yrs. old) as follows: Ist place
- $1,000; 2nd place - $750; 3rd place - $250.

Match Conduct

All phases of the Individual and Team Postal
match will be conducted in accordance with
the Official Match program and the National
Standard Three-Position Air Rifle Rules. To
obtain copies of these rules you can contact
National Three-Position Air Rifle Council by
email: 3PAR@odcmp.com or telephone
419-635-2141 (Ext 1102).

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Eligibility

Entry in either the Individual or Team
Postal match is limited to competitors
who are active members of a Junior
Shooting Club sponsored by or
affiliated with an American Legion Post.
A representative from a sponsoring
Post MUST be present when the match
is fired.

An individual may enter this match only
once per this postal tournament. Any
person between the ages of 8 to 18
years is eligible to compete. This postal
match is for the Sporter category only.

Entry Fee

$5.00 per individual shooter,

additional $10 to enter four
(4) shooters as a team. All
entry fees are used to offset
the cost of the postal match.

Registration

Official postal targets for this tournament
must be ordered using the Target Set

Order Form. This is an online fillable
form or can be downloaded at
wilegion.org.

Equipment

Sporter Air Rifle—The Sporter Air Rifle is
intended to be a low cost, entry-level
rifle without specialized modifications.
Sporter air rifles must be 177 caliber
(45 mm) pneumatic, spring air, or
compressed air of CO2 rifles with a
muzzle velocity of 600 fps or less that
comply with these

requirements. See the National
Standard Three-Position Air Rifle rule
ook for a complete list of approved
rifles (4,21).

Targets

Only targets ordered from
Headquarters will be accepted. Targets
(10 record bullseyes, 2 sighting
bullseyes) are required. Only one shot
is fired on each record bullseye. Each
target must contain the shooter’s
name, position fired and age. No
photocopied targets or substitutes will
e accepted.

Rules

The current National Standard Three-Position

Air Rifle Rules will apply. This is a 3x10 event.
Ten shots in each position: prone, standing
and kneeling. Shots must be fired in the
position order stated.

Individual

3P Sporter—Beginner, 8-11 years old
3P Sporter—Junior, 12-14 years old
3P Sporter—Senior, 15-18* years old
*An athlete may compete until
August 31 of the year they graduate
from high school

Team

Teams of four (4) participants must
register BEFORE the match is shot.
The team match is an unfired match
generated by the fired scores of four
participating individuals. Shooters
may fire on only one team per this
postal tournament.
