THE DAY OF PRAYER FOR VICTIMS AND SURVIVORS OF 
ABUSE: is observed on the Tuesday of the Fifth Week of 
Easter in England and Wales. This year’s focus is on 

communities who have been directly affected by allegations 
or convictions related to abuse – especially, but not 
exclusively, within the Church. This may be associated with 
clergy, a teacher in a local school, a leader of a Catholic 
group or other person or group whose investigation or 
conviction is likely to affect the wider community. It is 
intended to provide specific opportunities for all in the 
Catholic community to pray for the healing of those who 
have suffered abuse.  A Mass will be offered at St Anne’s 
Cathedral, Leeds on Tuesday 30th April at 12.30pm.  All 
welcome.

First reading - Acts 9:26-31 
When Saul got to Jerusalem he tried to join the disciples, 
but they were all afraid of him: they could not believe he 
was really a disciple. Barnabas, however, took charge of 
him, introduced him to the apostles, and explained how 
the Lord had appeared to Saul and spoken to him on his 
journey, and how he had preached boldly at Damascus in 
the name of Jesus. Saul now started to go round with 
them in Jerusalem, preaching fearlessly in the name of 
the Lord. But after he had spoken to the Hellenists, and 
argued with them, they became determined to kill him. 
When the brothers knew, they took him to Caesarea, and 
sent him off from there to Tarsus. 
The churches throughout Judaea, Galilee and Samaria 
were now left in peace, building themselves up, living in 
the fear of the Lord, and filled with the consolation of the 
Holy Spirit.

You are pruned 
already, by means of the word that I have spoken to you.  

As a 
branch cannot bear fruit all by itself, but must remain part 
of the vine, neither can you unless you remain in me.  I 
am the vine, you are the branches.  Whoever remains in 
me, with me in him, bears fruit in plenty; for cut off from 
me you can do nothing.
