Eligibility

To be considered eligible for a HCPTSA scholarship, the applicant must be living within the Highline
School District, currently enrolled in a Highline School District High School, and graduating in June of
the year applying for scholarship. The high school does not have to have a PTA for a student to apply.
Applicants must demonstrate academic achievement, excellence of character, and financial need.
Scholarships shall be available for use at any accredited college, university or vocational institute.
Scholarship funds vary from $250 up to $1000 and are awarded at the discretion of the HCPTSA
scholarship committee.

Selection Guidelines

Eligible candidates shall be evaluated on the following criteria:
1. Financial need

Volunteer work, job, and/or public service

Extracurricular activities

Essay question

One letter of recommendation

Grade point average
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2021 Deadlines

All completed applications must be postmarked by May 14,2021 to HCPTSA Scholarships, PO Box
66539 Burien, WA 98166. Students selected to receive scholarships will be notified by May 19th and
asked to attend the HCPTSA Council General Awards Meeting on May 25 via Zoom.

Funds Distribution

Prior to disbursement of funds, recipients will be required to submit a student enrollment certificate or
proof of tuition bill upon entry into their school of higher education. Funds may be used towards
tuition or textbooks with receipt and must be claimed by March 31, 2022.
