2.0 miles. 

Turn LEFT onto Atlantic Ave., .2 miles. 

Turn RIGHT onto Fort Clinch Rd., .01 mile and we are THERE!

Fernandina Beach, FL to the Natural Slice Pizza and Surf Shop.
