It increases a child’s ability to positively interact with others, 
giving them the responsibility to act accordingly and effectively disguises learning as play. 
 
Through role / imaginative play, we help children develop a rich vocabulary, problem-solving 
strategies, more curiosity, more empathy and a better ability to take on the perspective of 
others.  Children are supported to cooperate with peers, share their experiences and 
increase their focus and attention span.
