USING YOUR FUSE TO ISOLATE SYSTEM SHORTS IN A
MODEL A

Nearly all the cars | see in the club have a fuse located
on the starter. A fuse her is good insurance to help
prevent fire in our Model A’s, but it can also be used to
help determine if we have a short in the system. If the
fuse is blown you likely have a short or something is
drawing too much power and that needs to be
corrected.

Likely areas where a short circuit can occur include:

Inside the terminal box — you have a lot of wires running
through that small space and it’s possible screw the
bolts into the box too deep and short them against the
firewall.

Behind the dash panel. There is also a lot going on
behind that panel. | had a replacement switch that
allowed the attachment screws touch the firewall, the
dash light and ammeter can also short if not carefully
installed or they can come loose as the car vibrates.

Another common culprit is the light bail at the end of
the steering column. All the switching circuitry goes
through at this point and leaking 600W from the
steering can’t be good on the wires. On top of that the
replacement parts we’re getting recently are not the
best quality and fit.

Randy Christiansen also points out the connections at
the brake light switch can be another culprit. Given the
poor quality of the replacement switches that’s a likely
possibility.

To identify the system with the short remove the three
wires on the cutout on top of the generator. For you
more modern people, the three wires are all located on
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the output post of the alternator. Isolate each of them
so they don’t touch each other or anything else.

One wire goes to the terminal box on the firewall, one
goes to the light bail on the steering column and the
final one goes to the horn.

Put a new fuse in. If it does not blow you have
eliminated the terminal box and dash — a short here will
immediately blow the new fuse.

With a good fuse in the holder connect the terminal box
wire to the horn. If the fuse blows you know the horn
wiring has the short. If not, you have eliminated that
issue. Hook the horn wires and the terminal box wired
to the cutout or alternator. If the fuse does not blow you
have eliminated the cutout, generator or alternator.
This leaves the light bail as the next most likely culprit.

You can pull it and check it, but it’s a messy process on
the road, you can drive the car with the light bail wire
disconnected but you won’t have lights including the
stop light! I'd recommend isolating the terminal end of
the bail wire if you’re doing this.

If your new fuse blew with all three wires disconnected
you likely have a short in the terminal box or behind the
dash. The terminal box is easiest to get to so I'd start
there, if it all checks out at the terminal the next place
is to check the dash area. The switch, dash light or
ammeter wires may have come loose.

Checking the stop light switch can be done by undoing
the wire to it an replacing the fuse, step on the brake
and if the fuse does not blow your short is in that circuit.

This will check the most likely location of faults and can
be done on the side of the road quickly.
