9. The King and I (1956) starring Yul Brynner and Deborah Kerr

10. Enjoy the Ride tribute to “Carousel” (1956) from season one of Schmigadoon (2021) starring Cecily Strong and Aaron Tveit

11. Cry for Me from Jersey Boys (set in 1960) playing the roles of Bob Gaudio, Frankie Valli and The Four Seasons 

12. Everlasting Love (set in 1969 Northern Ireland) performed by Love Affair from the Kenneth Branagh film Belfast (2021)

13. Everybody Needs Somebody to Love from The Blues Brothers (1980) starring John Belushi and Dan Aykroyd

14. One from A Chorus Line (1985)

15. Twist Contest from Pulp Fiction (1994) featuring John Travolta & Uma Thurman dancing to Chuck Berry’s You Never Can Tell
