For residents that want the village to assist with their chipping of branches, 
please put piles near the road or driveway. The village chipper is not meant to 
be the only resource a resident has for making beautification improvements on 
their property. The village will make a reasonable effort to help with these piles. 
Chipping will begin in the month of May. This ensures that no more surprise 
snow comes our way, while using the truck. For residents with major jobs they 
want completed, please contact your local landscaper or rental company for the 
equipment that you need. Thanks for your support.  As a reminder, do not use 
Lake Chippewa for dumping. 

Brice with Access Engineering and the Wayne Lakes Sewer committee con-
tinue to work on the upcoming project. Open houses are currently scheduled 
for May at our village office. Please attend one session to discuss your tank 
placement: Tuesday, May 17th 10 a.m. to 1 p.m., Thursday, May 19, 4 p.m. to 7 
p.m. and Saturday, May 21, 9 a.m. to 12 noon. Multiple stations will be set up 
to handle several attendees at once.

Please use caution while 
driving during this time. Road repair will also be reviewed at that time. Pot holes 
will be repaired when weather is permitting.
