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UPDATE ON LSBTC BYLAWS UPDATE

First of all, this update is my personal (but seriously-considered) opinion. Any errors or
assumptions are mine. The issues are still under discussion, but now would be a good time to
get more specific before our July club meeting. | had hoped to have a full proposal sent out
with our meeting notice, but that just didn’t happen. My apologies. As it is, | have asked that
the discussion be put on the agenda for our July meeting.

To review - the driving forces behind an update to the LSBTC Constitution and Bylaws are two-
fold. First of all, now is a good time to incorporate what we’ve learned from COVID-19. Our
club is wide-spread and we’ve discussed using technology more for meetings and
communications. The technology has changed considerably since our current bylaws were
written in 1995. This would be a good time to officially enable the club to use the newer (and
future) technologies more. The second reason is that the ABTC has asked its area clubs to
update their bylaws (and they did this because the AKC has asked its member clubs to do so)
with particular attention paid to the use of technology for communications. In addition, there
are a few changes that have been noted for “the next time we update the bylaws” — which
would be now.

The general areas of change are:

e Electronic communications for meetings, notices and other club business - while we

have inched into doing this, we need to officially sanction it. The technology seems to
be stabilizing (as much as technology ever does). While an in-person meeting is
preferable, we now know that an in-person meeting may not always be possible. The
changes should merely enable us to use additional means, not require that we do so.

e To be consistent with AKC’s current recommended Constitution and Bylaws — these are

usually procedural issues that AKC has more experience with than we do. Most of the
changes are to sections that were consistent with AKC’s recommendations when the
current bylaws were last updated and probably don’t need discussion. A couple might
need discussion:

o AKC recommends that the amount of the dues be capped in the bylaws (and thus
changeable by the procedure required to change the bylaws), but that the ability
to change the dues amount within that cap be given to the Board of Directors.
As an example, the bylaws could say that dues should not exceed $20/530, but
the Board could leave them as they are at $10/515. As of now our largest
expense is for the domain renewal and webhosting for our website.

Our dues cover this along with any other general club expenses. The primary
possibility | would see would be to license “virtual meeting” software in order to
have virtual full-club meetings for an extended period of time. | sincerely hope
that’s not necessary but if it were the Board would have the ability to increase
the dues to cover the expense.

o AKC recommends that voting be done by secret ballot for new members,
contested elections, expulsions and amending the bylaws. We’ve gotten by for
many years without that (although contested elections are decided through the
mail). Should we change it?

After our discussion at the July meeting, | think the Board will be able to incorporate any
additional changes and distribute a recommendation in time for a vote at the planned October
meeting.
