The Border Collies are Key - HC Outlaw’s Secrets Unlocked UDX2 OM2 HXAs HXBs, Bones 
- WTCh RC’s Damit Jim, I’m a BC!  UD HIBs and Kylie – The Force Is Strong Here HXAs 
(homebred!). 
   
I learn a lot from my own dogs, but I think teaching people and their dogs has really 
broadened and deepened my understanding of dog behavior.  I can always use more 
tools in my tool bucket!  I love the puzzle of how to get the dog and the handler to 
understand. 
 
Competing with dogs in obedience is a dance of nuances and trust. We each have our 
job to do and we have to trust our partner to do their job. The object is to make it look 
easy and carefree, but it is anything but! I love to see a dog wagging its tail and looking 
gleefully at his handler. That is the ideal picture in my head that I strive for every time I 
go in the ring. 
 
An obedience run is many small precise pieces that interlock into one smooth whole. 
Each piece is a result of a lot of hard work, attention to detail and dedication to an ideal.  
Putting the pieces together smoothly and with flair is the challenge!  The first rule is to 
have fun!  I'll sacrifice a little precision for drive and attitude. Above all I want a dog that 
wants to work with me. 
 
My second love is competitive sheepherding.  I love the whole idea of getting a job done 
by using a dog.  The Tervs are great at close work and are so bonded that they can easily 
learn jobs like sorting stock, putting stock in a trailer or penning the stock.  I have had 2 
Dual Champions that I am very proud of.  Stevie is still learning the ropes and Coy is just 
beginning!  The Border Collies excel at reading sheep and are the ultimate in teamwork 
with stock.

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UPDATE ON THE LSBTC BYLAWS UPDATE

The updated LSBTC Bylaws will be presented for approval at the December meeting.  The proposed 
updates were attached to the meeting notice sent on October 25, 2022. 
 
 
It is not required that the entire document be voted on in its entirety.  The issues addressed in the 
update are  
 

 Provisions for electronic communications and electronic meetings  
 

 Removal of the requirement that the Immediate Past President be a member of the Board of 
Directors.  The change does result in an even number of Board members, so one of the Board 
Member-at-Large positions will need to be eliminated.  This proposal does not address the 
means of doing so for current officers. 
 

 AKC recommendations for various procedural sections.  The recommendations have been down-
sized a bit.  Note, however, that the club voted in July to not require a secret ballot on 
expulsions from the club, so that is included in the proposal. 
 
 

 Other changes 
 

o Dues for new members - applications for membership require payment of dues at the 
time of application.  Because there is such a long period between meetings, that 
payment may not be deposited for months.  For that reason, we have had the practice 
for many years of not requiring the following year dues for new memberships being 
approved after September and before June of the following year.  That way new 
members get at least 1 full year of membership before joining the usual cycle.  This 
change was added to formalize this process. 
 

o Board meeting notice – the notice period for the regular Board meetings was changed 
from 60 days to 10 days, and notice for the special Board meetings was changed from 
10 - 60 days to 3 - 10 days.  We don’t have to allow mail delivery time any more. 
 

o Nominating Committee – the requirement for alternates for the Nominating Committee 
was removed. 
 

o Removal of requirement for secret ballot for expulsions – when the changes were 
discussed at the July 2022 meeting the club voted to remove the requirement that the 
vote for expulsions be by secret ballot. 
 

o An Order of Business was added, based on ABTC’s (and many club’s) model. 
 

o A parliamentary authority was listed, which should have been there previously.
