DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY

Pope St. John Paul II was very
passionate about the mission of
revealing the mercy of Jesus to the
world. In the year 2000, at the
canonization Mass for St. Faustina, he
announced that the Second Sunday of
Easter would be known as Divine Mercy
Sunday. This was not done to honor St.
Faustina but to emphasize the meaning
of the Resurrection and the depths of
God’s great mercy and love that is made
available to all His creation.

In short, Jesus has promised to pour
out extraordinary graces to those who
come to Him on this day focused on His
mercy. He has promised complete
forgiveness of sins and punishment for
those who take part.

The message of Divine Mercy is not
just intended for one Sunday. We should
live this and embrace it daily. Our
understanding of the mercy of Christ is
key to our relationship with Him. It is
also essential that we show mercy to
others. In our culture, the idea of mercy
has been lost. We demand that others
pay the price for their wrongs. Rarely,
do we forgive those who do not
“deserve” or ask for forgiveness. Mercy
will be a form of evangelization.
