Construction of this vaudeville si-
lent movie house began in 1920. Fi-
nancial failure halted construction
on the Electric Theater with the
outside walls only partially com-
pleted. Purchased by Claude Keller
and A.F. McGee Sr., the theater
was completed and opened July 19,
1924 as the New Liberty Theatre.
