John Williams was born in New York City on February 8, 1932. 
Williams—who studied at Juilliard—worked as a jazz pianist and studio musician 
before starting to compose for television and film. His career took off in the 1970s. 
Since then, he has scored more than 100 films, including Jaws (1975), the Star Wars 
films, E.T. (1982) and Schindler’s List (1993). Williams has won five Academy 
Awards and received a record-breaking array of nominations. 
As of 2015, Williams has had 49 Academy Award nominations, making him the liv-
ing person with the most nominations. He has won five Academy Awards. In addition 

to Fiddler on the Roof, Williams received Oscars for Jaws, Star Wars (1977), E.T. and Schindler’s List. Williams 
has also received three Emmy Awards and more than 20 Grammy Awards. In 2004, he was a Kennedy Center 
honoree and was given a National Medal of Arts in 2009.

Golden Rules for Ensemble Singing
1. Everyone should sing the same piece.
2. Take your time turning pages.
3. Do not worry if you do not have perfect 
pitch – you may find singing less stressful 
without it!
4. The right note at the wrong time is the 
wrong note.
5. The wrong note at the right time is still a 
wrong note.
6. A wrong note sung timidly is still a wrong 
note.
7. A wrong note sung with authority is an 
interpretation.
8. A true interpretation is realized when not 
one note of the original remains.
9. If you happen to sing a wrong note, give a 
nasty look to one of your neighbors.
10. If everyone gets lost except you, follow 
those who get lost.
11. If you are completely lost, stop everyone 
and start an argument about repeat marks.
12. Strive to achieve the maximum notes 
per second – that way you at least gain the 
admiration of the totally incompetent.
13. If a passage is difficult, slow it down. If 
it is easy, speed it up. Everything will work 
itself out in the end.
14. Markings for slurs, dynamics, ornaments 
and breathing should be ignored. They are 
only there to embellish the score.
15. When everyone else has finished singing, 
you should not sing any notes you may still 
have left.

The Eunice Community Concert Band & Choir, 
Inc. was organized in February of 1990 with 
the intent to promote vocal and instrumen-
tal music in Eunice and the surrounding area. 
The organization is open to anyone who en-
joys and appreciates vocal and instrumental 
music. There are no auditions or dues. We de-
pend solely on the contributions of merchants 
and individuals and provide two concerts each 
year, July and December. The organization is 
operated by volunteers and pays no salaries.

In the last twenty-six years the band and choir 
has produced fifty concerts. Also during these 
twenty-six years, we have provided music for: 
Eunice July Fourth celebrations, LSUE com-
mencement exercises, city inaugurations, Eunice 
Centennial Celebration (performing an original 
work by Dr. Quincy Hilliard, ASCAP, com-
missioned by the ECCBC for the celebration), 
LSUE community fun days, Eunice Christmas 
celebrations, and presented concerts in Crowley, 
Oakdale, Ville Platte, Lafayette and New Iberia.

OUR  LOGO
In 1992, the ECCBC commissioned the Univer-
sity of Louisiana at Lafayette art department to cre-
ate a logo for the organization. After a meeting 
with Dwight Jodon, Pat Dossman and the depart-

ment, approximately fifteen art students set about the task of designing an appropriate ensignia.

Several of the proposed designs centered around the organization’s acronymn, ECCBC. However, 
the winning design was a simple graphic. It symbolizes the semicircle staging used by musical en-
sembles globally. The image is one in motion as the conductor’s baton sweeps across the design. This 
particular logo was selected because of its simplicity and because the ECCBC is determined to move 
forward into the future with the mission of sharing the gift of music with the residents of Acadiana.

We will begin using the logo more frequently to identify the organization. We are proud to celebrate 
our twenty-sixth birthday this year, and are excited about our future. It is our desire that this logo 
become...a mark of excellence!
