How do I create 3D art? It is a mix of paper, 

technology, and creativity. I will take a blank 

computer screen, a design in my mind and I start 

building. This is really difficult as each layer 

needs to line up perfectly except the part that is 

being exposed for that layer to be shown. I do 

this layer after layer. Some can be as simple as 6 

layers or as complicated as 20 layers. Each layer 

has its own unique design, color, texture, etc. 

When each layer of this design is created on the 

screen, then you send it to the cutter to see how 

it will cut and what you need to change. I do this 

until I have the pattern just perfect. When I have 

the pattern perfect to cut, I cut it one final time. 

This is when the physical art takes form. I will 

start assembling each of these layers. Making 

sure they line up perfectly. Each layer is 

delicately assembled with specific adhesive or 

foam. When it is all finished you have this 

beautiful piece of art. I am asked all the time 

how long this takes me. The computer part 

consumes the most time. then picking out “the 

right paper.” I can spend hours doing that also. It 

can easily take me 20 hours.
