“To: Mr. Dandridge W. Marston Farmville Va Feb 28"/65
My dear Friend,

As | am writing to Eliza Warren and | have not heard from you for a very long time, | thought | would enclose to
you a few lines in Eliza’s letter to inquire of you how you and your family are, and how you are getting along. [ want you
to tell me too, all about Lombardy and my negroes there and about my neighbors also; for absence for three years has not
diminished my interest in the old place, nor in the persons of my good neighbors. So, do write to me and tell me what is
doing at Lombardy, and how the place looks; also who occupies the house; I know that Miss Betsey Pierce and Felix’s
family reside there, but did not know, until I received lately a letter from Mr. Branch, that William Pierce was also there. |
take it for granted that it is by your permission that he is allowed to take part of the house; as you have my authority to
make such arrangements in the premises as you thought advisable and of course I sanction all that you have done in the
matter; but please tell me upon what terms he is there. Does he cultivate any land or any part of the garden, and does he
pay for the same, for | am greatly cramped in my means of living, and every little [bit] would help me some. I know that
Wm. Pierce is a good fellow and will do all he can for taking care of things at Lombardy and | have no doubt that his
presence there, was in a measure necessary there, by reason of Felix’s absence from the place; as he may afford
protection to the family by being with them, however you can tell about this; and | leave it entirely to you; Let me know
also about Dick, and the other old negroes who are there, what land Dick cultivates and how he gets along; and | wish it
understood that Dick is not to be interfered with by any person in his operations; and especially I wish that you would
impress upon him the necessity of manuring and cultivating the land where the fruit trees are planted. I received a letter
from Felix Pierce some days ago in which he expressed a wish to cultivate more land than he had last year and in my reply
I referred him to you to fix the matter with him. What is he to pay for this year? Of course the price paid should have
reference to the present depreciation of the economy, and the additional land which he tends. | know that | am
troublesome to you in asking to attend to these little matters, but I am sure that you will willingly do it, as you have time
and again rendered me such favor. | hope that you and yours have not been disturbed of late by the enemy, and that you
are comfortable and enjoy good health. You and your family. Please give my warmest regards to them, one and all. Things
look very gloomy with us at present, but | hope for the best. Where are your sons in the army? Remember me to all my
neighbors, that inquire for me & believe me to be always Your affectionate friend

You will find that in my letter to Eliza Warren, | have given her a sort of impression as to the fruit at Lombardy, with a
carte blanch however to you to use it at will.”

In this third letter from a private collection. Littleton Waller had moved again, living in Farmville, Virginia in 1865. He
continued to entrust the oversight of Lombardy to his neighbor, Dandridge Marston with continuing concerns for the
enslaved family still on the land. At this time, the main house was occupied by the Pierce family. Felix Pierce served in
the 3" and 5™ Virginia cavalries. His first wife had died before the war and Betsey Pierce, his sister was perhaps caring for
his children while he was at war. Their brother William was living in Williamsburg in 1860. It is probable that he and his
family had also sought refuge from the Union occupation in town.

Earlier in life, Littleton Waller had traveled the globe. He served as a purser for the United States navy during the
Mexican War. After that, he retired to a genteel life at Lombardy only to have that interrupted by the war causing him and
his family to become displaced persons for the duration. The Wallers did return to Lombardy after the war but life was
never the same. Littleton Waller died sometime before the 1870 census.
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It is with sadness that we report the passing of
Compatriot Charles Eugene Bush on July 10, 2019. He
was an active member of our camp up until the last year
and a half when his health began to fail. He will be
fondly remembered for his powerful renditions at our
memorial services and camp meetings.

Charles Eugene was born on April 11, 1939, in Roanoke,
Virginia. He later received degrees from several Virginia
colleges, and he taught architecture at Thomas Nelson
Community College for a number of years. He excelled
in many forms of the arts as an actor, artist, architect and
published author. Along with his wife, Carolee Bush, he
became a powerful force in theatre arts locally. In 1963,
they were among the founders of the Wedgewood
Dinner Theatre in Toano, turning the old canning factory
into a superb entertainment center. Later, he was an
active supporter of the Williamsburg Players, the
William and the Mary Main Stage Productions, and the
Shakespeare Festival, and he assisted with the 18th
Century Play Series presented by Colonial
Williamsburg.

Compatriot Bush came to James City Cavalry 2095 in
2007as a transfer from Essex Dixie Rifles #2011 in
Tappahannock. His ancestral home was in Bedford
County and his confederate ancestors fought with the
38th Artillery Battalion, Virginia Light Artillery.

Charles Eugene Bush is survived by his son and his
daughter, as well as numerous other family members.
Inurnment will be private in Vinton, Virginia, near
where several generations of his family have lived. On
behalf of our camp, we extend our sincere sympathy to
the family and friends of Charles Eugene Bush.
