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ANOTHER PESKY, BUT EASILY REMOVED, INVASIVE PLANT

Introduced from Europe originally as a food plant, Garlic Mustard is an invasive non-native bienni-
al herb that spreads by seed. Although edible for people, it is not eaten by local wildlife or insects. It has
a high seed production rate, out competing native vegetation. It also releases root compounds that inter-
fere with soil fungi important to native plants, making the soil more suitable for garlic mustard and less so
for everything else. It can grow in dense shade or sunny sites.

Early to mid-spring (before it goes to seed) is the ideal time to remove garlic mustard. Below are
some tips for removing it from your landscape by hand.

1. Pull at the base of the plant and try to remove the entire root.

2. Pulled material will complete flowering and set seed, so be sure to bag and dispose of pulled plants
(Do not compost).

3. Revisit pulled sites as often as possible to re-pull plants that re-sprout from left behind root fragments.
This is especially important later in the spring as seeds develop.

But it is
most unfortunate that we have to worry about
something that should not be an issue in the
first place.

To Pre-treat/Plow or not to Pre-treat/Plow the Roads...
That is the question!!

It may be a bit late, or at least I hope we’re finished with the winter weather, but I wanted to
give a rundown of how a decision is made to treat the roads when a winter storm has been predicted.
There are a number of things that must be taken into consideration when trying to make the decision
to pre-treat and perhaps plow the roads.

The first thing to consider is the direction from which the weather is coming. If a storm
comes up the coast, we are much more likely to have a significant impact. Storms that come from the
north often stay north, and while they affect Prince Frederick, we may see very little snow/rain
etc. Storms coming out of the mid-west are very difficult to gage, as they can track either way.
There is always the possibility that, regardless of the path, a storm can shift direction. It may be com-
ing from the south, then “bounce” off the North Carolina coast and head out to the Atlantic.

Another item to be considered is the temperatures over the days prior to the impending storm.
If it’s been above freezing for several days, then the asphalt will be warm relative to the grass. This is
why we sometimes see it stick to the grass but not the pavement. In addition, if the temperature is
hovering around freezing, a decision must be made to pre-treat or not. If the temperature warms a bit
and the predicted snow turns to all rain, the salt is washed away, and $5,000 - $10,000 has been spent
or shall we say wasted.

In an effort to be as judicious with the budget as possible, we generally treat only the hills and
causeways and usually do not plow until there has been an accumulation of three inches of snow.
We may pre-treat all roads when it is obvious that we're in for a particularly bad storm, but if the fore-
cast calls for a small amount of snow, with a warmup and sun shine to follow, we may allow nature to
take its course.

As you can see, this is not an exact science; but as always, we do the best we can.
