250 N 5t St. — Face Lift to the Lower Section of the Left Side of the House -Application
for Certificate of Appropriateness 2023-12

Owner, David Louden explained there were previous renovations done to the lower north
side of his house that are inconsistent with the original structure. There are some recessed
windows that were filled in with two different sized cinder blocks and some cement. |
would like to get the windows professionally filled in to make it all look even. That part of
the basement is filled in with old bricks and these windows are not useful.

A motion was made by Jim Fittante seconded by Christine O’Hara and passed unanimously
to approve the Application for Certificate of Appropriateness 2023-12 to professionally
fill in the windows and match the existing foundation on the lower north side of the house
to make it look even.
