and Senior Center and Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA)
Program will offer free tax preparation services for tax year 2022. Appointments are
available on Thursdays between 9:30 am and 4 pm February 2 through April 13.
Priority reservations begin January 17 for residents living in zip codes 92691
and 92692 and those with household incomes of less than $60,000. Call 949-470-
3062 to schedule an appointment.

Non-Mission Viejo residents with a household income of less than $60,000 can
make an appointment beginning February 13. A confirmation email will be sent with
instructions regarding required documents.

DIAL-A-TAXI TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM

Mission Viejo residents 60 and older are eligible for this program. Funded by
the Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA) and Senior Mobility grants, the
program provides sedan and wheelchair-accessible vans 24 hours a day, seven
days a week within city limits of Mission Viejo, Laguna Hills, Lake Forest,
Laguna Woods and Rancho Santa Margarita; and to limited satellite destinations.
General cost is $5 per one-way trip. Trips to John Wayne Airport are available for
$20 each way.

Rides to the following City-owned facilities are free: Animal Services Center,
Oso Creek Golf Course, City Hall, Felipe Tennis Center, Mission Viejo Library,
Marguerite Tennis Center, Montanoso Recreation Center, Norman P. Murray
Community and Senior Center, and Sierra Recreation Center.
