When water damage is not addressed immediately, consequences follow. 

The responsibility for maintaining many plumbing fixtures and lines 
remains with the condo owner, including past owner neglect, you as the 
current unit owner would be responsible for any damage. Blockages in 

common area pipes are typically the result of someone putting non-soluble particulates 
products in the drainage system. It is important that you take care to properly maintain your 
drains by not flushing inappropriate materials or allowing 

grease, oil, or solids into drains.  
It is equally important to be aware of the outside 

surroundings of your home. Checking frequently for 
excessive water build up or leaking windows when the 

weather is wet and rainy.   
Leaking windows cause household damage. A leaking 
window presents many household complications. For example, unwanted water seeping into 

your home and down your walls can cause structural and property 
damage as well as electrical hazards. Beyond that, wet carpet is 
not healthy, and wet floors are slippery and present potential slip 
and fall situations. Beyond the moisture accumulating near your 
window, look for other telltale signs of long-term leakage.  
These include rotting wood on the exterior window frame or sill, 
peeling paint on the walls near the window, and peeling or 

chipped paint on the interior sill. Water seeping through windows can damage walls, floors, 
and furniture. You need to nip the problem in the bud as soon as possible. These are all 
homeowner responsibilities. Don’t let things go and assume someone else is going to take 
care of it.  Be a responsible homeowner and don’t wait to act. Repeated action may be 
necessary if initial repairs are not enough.
