A. Summary information about IRVINGTON CCSD #11

1. IRVINGTON CCSD #11 is a school district located in Irvington, Illinois in Washington
County. The district is organized under the laws of the State of lllinois and provides
education for the eligible residents in grades K-8.

The total amount of projected expenditures is $741,111.

The district office is located at 500 Superior Street in Irvington, lllinois (618-249-6439).
The approximate number of full and part-time employees is 12.

Although the state has primary authority, the legislature has given responsibility to local
school districts for the organization, operation, and financial support of their schools. The
Board of Education, consisting of seven elected representatives of the local school
district, has full authority to operate the public school within the framework of law
established by the legislature and interpreted by the office of the State Superintendent of
Education. The current members of the Board of Education are: Sandra Neabuhr, Steve
Tatjenhorst, Gera Sims, Denise Thurman, Tabitha Jentsch, Janice Tiemann, and
Whitney Mayoral.
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B. Freedom of Information Act Information
